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1.0 THE AUTHORITY

The Marine Products Export Development Authority (MPEDA) was set up by an act of Parliament during
1972. The erstwhile Marine Products Export Promotion Council established by the Government of
India in September 1961 was converged into MPEDA on 24™ August 1972. The Marine Products Export
Development Authority under the Ministry of Commerce and Industry is a statutory body entrusted with
the primary task of promotion of export of marine products.

The Authority consists of 30 members including a Chairman (Appointed by the Central Government),
Director, 3 Members of Parliament of whom two shall be elected by the House of the People and one by
the Council of States, 5 members representing Central Ministries of Agriculture, Finance, Foreign Trade,
Industry, Shipping and Transport and 20 other members to represent the Maritime States and other
relevant fields as specified in MPEDA Rules, 1972.

1.1. Functions of the Authority
The MPEDA Act, 1972, assigned the following functions to the Authority.

(1) It shall be the duty of the Authority to promote, by such measures as it thinks fit, the development
under the control of the Central Government of the marine products industry with special reference
to exports.

(2) Without prejudice to the generality of the provisions of sub-section (1), the measures referred to
therein may provide for:-

a) Developing and regulating off-shore and deep-sea fishing and undertaking measures for the
conservation and management of off-shore and deep-sea fisheries;

b) Registering fishing vessels, processing plants or storage premises for marine products and
conveyances used for the transport of marine products;

c) Fixing of standards and specifications for marine products for purposes of export;

d) Rendering of financial or other assistance to owners of fishing vessels engaged in off-shore
and deep-sea fishing and owners of processing plants or storage premises for marine products
and conveyances used for the transport of marine products, and acting as an agency for such
relief and subsidy schemes as may be entrusted to the Authority;

e) Carrying out inspection of marine products in any fishing vessel, processing plant, storage
premises, conveyance or other places where such products are kept or handled, for the
purpose of ensuring the quality of such products;

f)  Regulating the export of marine products;

g) Improving the marketing of marine products outside India;
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h) Registering of exporters of marine products on payment of such fees as may be prescribed;

i) Collecting statistics from persons engaged in the catching of fish or other marine products,
owners of processing plants or storage premises for marine products, or conveyances used for
the transport of marine products, exporters of such products and such other persons as may
be prescribed on any matter relating to the marine products industry and the publishing of
statistics so collected, or portions thereof or extracts there from;

j)  Training in various aspects of the marine products industry; and
k)  Such other matters as may be prescribed.

(3) The Authority shall perform its functions under this section in accordance with and subject to such
rules as may be made by the Central Government.

The Authority was re-constituted on 26" August 2022 for a period of three years. The list of Authority
Members as on 31. 03. 2024 is annexed as Appendix |.

2. ADMINISTRATION AND ESTABLISHMENT

The Marine Products Export Development Authority functions under the overall supervision of the
Chairman, supported by a team of officials both at the Head Office and the Field Offices. Shri D.V. Swamy,
IAS is the Chairman of MPEDA since 17.08. 2022. Dr. M. Karthikeyan continued as Director and ShriK. S.
Pradeep, IFS continued to serve as the Secretary during the period under report.

2.1. Head Office

Head office of the Authority is located at Kochi and it has field offices across all maritime states. The
Chairman is responsible for the proper functioning of the Authority and the discharge of its function
under the Act and Rules.

2.2, Staff strength ason 31.03.2024

The sanctioned strength of MPEDA is 420 (including Chairman) and at present the effective strength as
on 31.03. 2024 is 166 excluding 11 officials on deputation with 57 Officials in Group A, 59 in Group B
and 50in Group C. Of these, 9 officials are women in group A, 30 in Group B and 24 in group C. List of
officials are given in appendix - 2.

2.3.SC/ST/OBC/PwD welfare

The Authority has appointed Shri. K.S. Pradeep, IFS, Secretary MPEDA as Liaison Officer for matters
relating to Scheduled Castes (SCs)/ Scheduled Tribes (STs)/ Other Backward Communities (OBCs) and
Person with Disabilities (PwD). There were 116 employees [OBC-66 (Group A-20, Group B-23, Group
C-23 including 2 PH), SC - 33 (Group A-12, Group B-12, Group C-9) and ST-18 (Group A-7, Group B-8,
Group C-3)] belonging to SC/ST and OBC categories.

2.4. Establishments of the Authority

The Authority has establishments in all the maritime states to carry out various export promotion
aquaculture development functions assigned to it. There are 8 Regional Divisions, 10 Sub-Regional
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Divisions and 2 Desk Offices to assist the marine product exporters, processors and aqua culturists for
ensuring timely advice to the stakeholders. A Multi species Aquaculture Complex (MAC) at Kochi is
being operated by Rajiv Gandhi Centre for Aquaculture.

2.5. Trade Promotion Offices

MPEDA has three Trade Promotion Offices, of which one is in New Delhi, mainly to liaise with various
Ministries of Governmentof India. The othertwo officesarein New York and Tokyo. These Trade Promotion
offices liaise with Importers, Government Agencies, Quarantine authorities, Trade Associations, etc. and
keep a close watch on various developments within the country as well as their neighboring countries
that may have an impact on the seafood trade from India.

2.6. Quality Control Laboratories & ELISA labs

MPEDA operates five full-fledged Quality Control Laboratories, at Kochi (Kerala), Nellore & Bhimavaram
(Andhra Pradesh), Bhubaneshwar (Odisha) and Porbandar (Gujarat). These laboratories are equipped
with sophisticated analytical instruments like LC-MSMS, GC-MSMS, ICP MS, HPLC, Automatic ELISA
Analyser etc for testing chemical residues. All labs are accredited under ISO/IEC 17025 by the NABL
(National Accreditation Board for Testing and Calibration Laboratories) and also recognized by EIC
(Export Inspection Council) for testing Pre Export Test (PET) samples of consignments to selected
markets. Quality Control Lab at Kochi has a Microbiology division for testing bacteria and viruses. In
addition to the testing of samples under the monitoring plan, these labs also provide testing services for
commercial samples of fish and fishery products.

In addition, fourteen ELISA Screening Laboratories and two collection centers are operated by MPEDA

in the maritime states are performing the screening of aquaculture products for banned antibiotics like
Nitrofuran Metabolites and Chloramphenicol prior to harvest. These labs are issuing Pre-Harvest Test
(PHT) certificates for aquaculture products.

2.7.Societies

MPEDA has set up three societies viz.,, Rajiv Gandhi Centre for Aquaculture (RGCA) for carrying out
Research & Development activities in the areas of export oriented aquaculture, Network for Fish Quality
Management and Sustainable Fishing (NETFISH) for extension activities at grass root level to empower
fishermen community on fishery related subjects particularly on fish quality management, conservation
and sustainable Fishing and National Centre for Sustainable Aquaculture (NaCSA) to enable aquaculture
farmers to adopt sustainable and environment friendly farming practices to produce quality and safe
aquatic products in the aquaculture.

2.8. Internal Audit Section

The Internal Audit Section liaised with the Compliance Audit of C&AG at MPEDA Head Office and other
Unit Offices and prepared replies to the inspection reports for submission to Audit.

In the year, the Internal Audit Section completed the first-level internal audit inspection of Unit Offices as
per the approved plan and submitted the report. The Internal Audit Section also conducted a half-yearly
online audit of Unit offices, provided virtual guidance on issues identified and ensured compliance.
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The Internal Audit Section actively collaborated with the AG Audit in preparing the justification report on
the thematic audit of the operational performance of MPEDA. Furthermore, the Section brought notice
of the findings/ recommendations to respective Sections/wings and promptly informed the authorities
for rectifications.

2.9. Vigilance Wing

The vigilance section was formed as per Office Order Part | No: 03/2013 dated 16. 05. 2013 to ensure
compliance with rules, regulations, and ethical standards within the organization. The section is headed
by the Chief Vigilance Officer. The primary objective of a vigilance section is to prevent corruption,
fraud, misconduct, and other unethical practices.

2.10. Chief Vigilance Officer

The Chief Vigilance Officers are extended hands of the Chief Vigilance Commission and Shri. K. S.
Pradeep, IFS, Secretary, MPEDA is acting as the Chief Vigilance Officer in MPEDA to assist the Head of
the Department in all vigilance matters.

2.11. Internal Complaints Committee (ICC)

MPEDA has an Internal Complaints Committee to deal with complaints of sexual harassment of women
employees in MPEDA as per the provisions of sub-section (1) of section 4, Chapter Il of the Sexual
Harassment of Women at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2013.There were no
complaints from any woman employee during the period under report.

2.12. Coordination Wing

a) The Coordination section organizes the statutory and other meetings of the Authority. Thisincludes
Authority meetings, Technical Committee meeting, Export Promotion Committee meeting,
Executive Committee meeting, Regional Officers meeting, Senior Officers meeting, etc.

b) Questions received from both the Houses of Parliament and Legislative Assembly on various
issues have duly been replied after compiling information from concerned sections to Ministries/
Departments for the Monsoon Session/ Winter Session/ Budget Session of the Parliament.

¢) Annual Report of MPEDA is compiled, edited, and printed and thereafter laid on the table of both
the Houses of Parliament within specified time and distributed to major allied organization in the
field of Fisheries, Aquaculture, Export, Research, etc.

d) Action Taken Report, Major Achievements, Output Outcome Monitoring Framework, CIM
Dashboard task updations, monitoring & review of disposal of VIP references, PMO references,
Public Grievances, coordination of pending matters etc. are dealt by furnishing inputs to ministry in
time.

4. EXPORT PERFORMANCE

During the financial year 2023-24, India exported all time high volume 17,81,602 MT of Marine Products
worth US$ 7.38 Billion*and¥ 60,523.89 Crore. USA and China are the major importers of Indian seafood.
Frozen shrimp continued to be the major export item. Export summary is given in the Table.1

Despite facing various challenges, including sluggish consumer demand in major export destinations
due to inflation in the USA, EU, and UK markets and the issues with the Red Sea route, seafood sector
performed considerably well during 2023-24. The exports increased by 2.67 % in quantity during the
year. However, there is a decline in value by 5.39 % in ¥ terms and by 8.80 % in US$ terms

The export performance of marine products since 2013-14 is given in Figure 1

Aquaculture sector has a high percentage share in value terms as evident from the figures in Table.2.
The aquaculture sector has contributed 62% of exported items in terms of US$ and 38% in terms of
quantity in 2023-24. Capture fisheries contributed 62% in terms of quantity and 38% in terms of US$
value.

It is evident that there is a decline in unit value of Aquaculture produce exports by 11.66% during the
year, which is one of the major reasons for the decline in export earnings in value terms in comparison
with the last year.

4.1. Major ltem wise exports

Frozen shrimp continued to be the major item of export in terms of quantity and value, accounting for
a share of 40.19% in quantity and 66.12% of the total US$ earnings. Frozen shrimp exports during the
period increased by 0.69% in quantity terms from 7,11,099 MT to 7,16,004 MT. However frozen shrimp
exports declined in terms of ¥, US$ and unit value by 7.24%, 10.95% and 11.56% respectively. In value
US$ terms, exports declined from US$ 5481.63 million to US$ 4881.27 million. The Unit value of frozen
shrimp declined by 11.56% from 7.71 to 6.82. Sluggish consumer demand, inflation at USA, EU and
UK markets and competitive rates due to oversupply of shrimp from competitor countries like Ecuador,
were the key reasons for the decline.

The export of frozen shrimp during 2023-24 was 7,16,004 MT worth US$ 4881.27 Million. USA is the
single largest importer (2,97,571 MT) of frozen shrimp followed by China (1,48,483 MT), European
Union (89,697 MT), Southeast Asia (52,254 MT), Japan (35,906 MT) and Middle East (28,571 MT), and
Other Countries (63,521 MT).

The export of Vannamei shrimp in 2023-24 is increased by 0.33% by quantity from 6,23,432 MT to
6,25,475 MT. However, it declined in % terms by 7.74% and 11.56% in US$ terms (from US$ 4,809.99
million to US$ 4253.86 million). Out of the total Vannamei shrimp exports, about 53.52% was exported
to USA followed by 15.78% to China, 9.01% to European Union, 5.81 % to Southeast Asia, 3.41 % to
Japan and 2.90% to Middle East, and 9.57% to other Countries, in US$ value terms.

Black Tiger shrimp exports increased by 24.91%, 11.33%, 8.28% in terms of quantity, ¥ value, and US$
terms (from US$ 321.23 million to US$ 347.84 million) respectively.

Out of the total Black Tiger (BT) shrimp exports, in US$ value terms, about 28.43 % was exported to
China (including Hong Kong) followed by 18.21 % to USA, 18.06 % to EU, 13.12 % to Japan, 8.27 %
to Middle East, 6.45 % to Southeast Asia, and 7.46 % to other countries. Black Tiger shrimp exports to
China (including Hong Kong) has shown a maximum growth, which is 342.48 %, 254.78 % and 247.49
% in quantity, ¥ and US$ terms (from US$ 28.46 million to US$ 98.90 million) respectively.

Scampi exports have shown a positive export trend by 6.42%, 23.22%, 18.96%, in terms of quantity,
T and US$ terms (from US$ 21.16 million to US$ 25.17 million) respectively. Unit value of Scampi also
increased by 11.79% from US$ 9.63 to 10.77.
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Frozen fish exports stood at the 2nd position in quantity and value, accounting for a share of 21.42%
by quantity and 9.09% by US$ earnings. This year the export of Frozen fish has increased by 3.54% and
0.12% in Quantity and ¥ terms respectively however declined in US$ value terms by 2.31% from US$
687.05 million to US$ 671.17 million.

Fish and Shrimp - Meal and Feed- non-edible dried items group exports were at the 3rd largest position
by quantity (15.89 % share) and value US$ (6.08 % share), has shown a positive export growth of 15.99
%, 34.07 %, and 31.52 % in terms of quantity, Value ¥ and US$ earnings (from US$ 341.53 million to US$
449.17 million) respectively. Unit value realization has also increased by 13.38 % from US$ 1.40 to 1.59.

Frozen squid exports are at the 4th position by value US$ (5.06 % share) and in 5th position by quantity
(5.25 % share), has shown a positive export trend of 11.52 % in terms of quantity. However, in ¥ and
US$ value terms, it declined by 14.81 % and 17.86 % (from US$ 454.61 million to US$ 373.40 million)
respectively. Unit value realization has also declined by 26.35 % from US$ 5.42 to 3.99.

Surimi and Surimi Analogue Products took 5th position in exports by US$ (3.99 % share) and 4th position
by quantity (7.60 % share). It showed an increase of 4.12 % in quantity terms though % and US$ value
declined by 6.13 % and 9.19 % (from US$ 324.24 million to US$ 294.43 million) respectively. Unit value
also declined by 12.79 % from US$ 2.49 to 2.18.

Frozen cuttlefish exports are at the 6th position by US$ value (3.72 % share) and quantity (3.05 % share).
The exports of Frozen Cuttlefish have shown a decline of 1.10 % and 7.06 % in quantity and US$ value
(from US$ 295.49 million to US$ 274.62 million) respectively. Unit value also declined by 6.03% from
US$ 5.38 10 5.06.

< Frozen shrimp, Frozen fish, Fish meal & Fish feed, Frozen squid, Surimi & Analogue products and
Frozen cuttlefish (six groups) contribute 94.07% of exports in US$ terms.

The export of Chilled items is at the 7th position in US$ value (1.14 % share) and quantity (2.02 %share),
have shown an increase of 47.06 %, 11.50 % and 8.66 % in terms of quantity, value ¥ and US$ terms
(from US$ 77.17 million to US$ 83.85 million) respectively.

Frozen octopus, exports stood at the 8th position by value US$ (0.84 % share) and 9th position by
quantity (0.90 %share), has shown a decline of 29.51% and 32.23% by quantity and value US$ (from
US$ 91.74 million to US$ 62.17 million) respectively.

Fish oil exports are at the 9th position by value US$ (0.79 % share) and 10th position by quantity (0.80 %
share), has shown a decline of 65.03 % and 49.58 % by quantity and value US$ (from US$ 116.04 million
to US$ 58.51 million) respectively. However, Unit value realization has increased by 44.19 % from US$
2.841t04.10.

Live items exports are at the 10th position by value US$ (0.66 % share) and at the 11th position by
quantity (0.43 % share), have shown a negative export trend in terms of quantity and value.

Dried edible items, exports are at the 11th position by value US$ (0.51 % share) and 8th position by
quantity (1.26 % share), has shown a decline of 16.43% and 13.63% by quantity and value US$ (from
US$ 43.53 million to US$ 37.60 million) respectively. Unit value realization has also increased by 3.36%
from US$ 1.63to 1.68.

%share), has shown an increase of 56.05%, 28.36% and 24.7 1% in quantity, value¥ and US$ terms (from
US$ 27 million to US$ 33.67 million) respectively.

Fish Maws, exports are in the 13th position by value US$ (0.23 %share) and quantity (0.01 %share), has
shown a decline in exports by quantity and value. Fish maws group has fetched the top unit value of
UsS$94.73.

Other Item’s exports by value US$ had 1.31 % (US$ 96.64 million) share and by quantity had 1.08 %
share. Products covered under this group are Crab, Agar agar, Snail, Baigai, Clam, Seafood Mix, Pickle,
Breaded and other products.

It is pertinent to note that Crab, Tuna, and Tilapia have performed well with positive trend growth as
shown in table 4. Export of Crab increased by 25.77% and 21.25% in value ¥ and US$ terms. Export of
Tuna increased by 31.83% and 30.28% in quantity and US$ value terms. The export of Tilapia increased
by 38.89% and 29.07% in quantity and US$ value terms.

4.2. Major export destination wise export
India exported marine products to 132 countries

USA retained the title as the major importer of Indian seafood with a share of 34.53% in terms of US$.
The USA imported 3,29,192 MT of seafood, the second largest volume (18.48% share), during 2023-24
worth US$ 2,549.15 million. Export to the USA showed an increase of 7.46% and 1.42 % in quantity and
% value terms respectively. The unit value of 7.74 US$ /kg offered by the USA was the second highest
among the top 10 markets.

Frozen Shrimp continued to be the principal item exported to the USA with a share of 91.90 % in US$
value (USD 2, 342.58 million) and 90.39 % in quantity (2,97,571 MT). Vannamei shrimp exports to the
USA has increased by 7.65% in quantity (from 2,71,883 MT to 2,92,690 MT)but declined by 4.66% in
value US$ (from USD 2,387.93 million to USD 2,276.73 million).

Black Tiger Shrimp exports to USA rose by 35.37%, 36.02%, and 32.35% in quantity, ¥ and US$ value
respectively. The exports were 4,662 MT worth US$ 63.35 million.

The Scampi exports to the USA increased by 7.81%, 13.07%, and 8.65% in terms of quantity, value ¥ and
US$ respectively. The unit value is also increased by 0.77% from US$ 11.32 to 11.41. The exports of
Scampi to USA was 220 MT worth US$ 2.51 million in 2023-24.

China (excluding Hongkong and Taiwan) continued to be the 2nd largest destination for Indian
Seafood with a share of 18.76% in US$ earnings. China imported 4,51,363 MT of Seafood, the largest
volume of 25.33 %share, worth US$ 1384.89 million. The export to China showed a positive trend of
12.80% in quantity (4,51,363 MT) however declined in US$ (1384.89 million) by 4.21%.

Frozen shrimp is the major item of exports to the China accounting for a share of 32% in quantity
(1,44,428 MT) and 55.11% in US$ (763.28 million) earnings. Export of frozen shrimp to the China country
increased by 1.72% by volume.

Vannamei shrimp exports to China during the year is to the tune of 1,26,933 MT worth US$ 645.27
million. Black Tiger shrimp export to China during the year is to the tune of 12,537 MT worth US$ 97.20
million.

Japan regained its position as 3™ largest export destination in US$ (5.42% share) terms and at 5th
position by volume (6.06% share), with 1,07,968 MT exports worth US$ 399.74 million. Exports to
Japan decline in volume and value terms Year-on-Year. Frozen shrimp continued to be the major item of
exports to Japan accounting for a share of 65.98% in US$ earnings and 33.26% in quantity.

Vietnam is the 41" largest export destination in US$(5.30% share) value and by volume (7.41% share).
The exports volume was 1,32,086 MT worth US$ 391.41 million and shown a decline in volume and
value Year-on-Year. Frozen Shrimp continued to be the major item of exports to Vietnam accounting for
a share of 55.43% in US$ earnings and 30.11% in quantity.

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Thailand is the 5™ largest export destination in US$ (3.82% share) value and at 3 position by volume
(7.77% share), with exports volume of 1,38,457 MT worth US$ 281.97 million and showed a decline
by volume and value Year-on-Year. Frozen fish continued to be the major item of exports to Thailand
accounting for a share of 44.37% in US$ earnings and 63.91% in quantity. Frozen fish unit value
realization increased by 1.98% in the year from US$ 1.39 to 1.41.

Canada is the 6th largest export destination in US$ terms with a share of 2.70% and at 10" position
by volume (1.40% share) terms. The exports volume was to the tune of 24,956 MT worth US$ 199.13
million, shown a growth trend of 14.80%, 11.52% and 7.01% by volume, value ¥ and US$ terms.

Frozen shrimp continued to be the major item of exports to Canada accounting for a share of 93.36%
in US$ earnings and 89.48% in quantity terms. Frozen shrimp exports to Canada showed a growth of
15.63%, 10.67% and 6.14% by volume, value ¥ and US$ terms. Canada has given highest unit value
realization of US$ 7.98 among the top 10 importing countries.

Spain s at the 7™ position in US$ (2.65% share) terms and at 6 position by volume (2.24% share) terms.
The exports to Spain was 39,849 MT worth US$ 195.95 million and showed a decline by volume and
value terms Year-on-Year. Frozen cuttlefish continued to be the major item of exports to Spain accounting
for a share of 44.01% in US$ and 33.01% in quantity terms. Frozen Squid continued to be the second
major item of exports accounting for a share of 32.54% in US$ earnings and 40.88% in quantity.

Belgium took the 8™ position in US$ (2.42% share) terms and at 9" position by volume (1.65% share)
terms. The exports volume was to the tune of 29,360 MT worth US$ 178.67 million, shown a decline
by volume and value terms Year-on-Year. Belgium has given third highest unit value realization of
US$ 6.09/kg among the top 10 countries. Frozen Shrimp continued to be the major item of exports to
Belgium accounting for a share of 91.62% in US$ earnings and 86.73% in quantity terms with Year-on-
Year volume growth of 4.39%.

UAE is at the 9™ position in US$ (2.15% share) terms and at 7™ position in volume (2.04% share) among
markets. 36,406 MT seafood worth US$ 158.81 million was exported to UAE, a growth of 35.98%, 8.27%
and 5.23% by volume, value ¥ and US$ terms. Frozen shrimp continued to be the major item of exports
to UAE accounting for a share of 69.34% in US$ earnings and 55.11% in quantity terms with Year-on-Year
growth by volume and value % of 17% and 1.95%.

Italy is at the 10th position in US$ (2.14% share) terms and at 8th position by volume (1.73% share)
terms. The exports were 30,822 MT worth US$ 157.80 million, shown a growth of 0.85%, by volume
terms. Frozen Squid continued to be the major item of exports to Italy accounting for a share of 33.71%
in US$ earnings and 33.69% in quantity terms. Frozen Cuttlefish continued to be the second major item
of exports accounting for a share of 30.37% in US$ earnings and 26.78% in quantity terms, shown a
growth in quantity, value X and US$ terms by 15.85%, 9.87% and 6.97% respectively.
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< 10 major export markets from USA to Italy has contributed 79.89% in US$ terms during the year
2023-24.

The European Union - remaining countries contributed for exports volume to the tune of 92,474 MT
worth US$ 500.12 million, shown a decline by volume and value terms Year-on-Year.

Frozen Shrimp continued to be the major item of exports to EU - remaining accounting for a share of
58.44% in quantity and 71.19% in US$ earnings out of the total exports.

SouthEast Asia - remaining countries contributed for exports to a tune of 1,08,087 MT worth US$
290.65 million, shown a decline by volume and value terms Year-on-Year. Surimi is the major item of
exports here, accounting for a share of 25.7% in US$ earnings and 33.93% in quantity shown a growth
by quantity of almost 11% Year-on-Year.

Middle East- remaining countries export volume was to the tune of 38,640 MT worth US$ 114.36
million.

Frozen shrimp continued to be the major item of exports to this export destination accounting for a
share of 42.76% in US$ earnings and 22.02% in quantity terms. The second major item exported is Dried
items.

Other region Countries including CIS countries, Oceania, African region etc. contributed for an
exports volume of 2,21,941 MT worth US$ 579.23 million. Among other markets, Russia (24.81%),
Hong Kong (10.45%), Tunisia (7.46%), Turkey (7.4%), Bangladesh (6.7%), Dominican Republic (4.32%),
Cameroon (4.16%), Australia (3.98%), South Africa (2.84%) and New Zealand (2.65%) together
contributed 74.77% in US$ terms. In this cluster, Frozen Shrimp was a major item with export share of
51.55% (US$ 298.6 million) in US$ terms.
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The details on major markets for Indian marine products are given in the Table. 5

5. REGISTRATION

During the period, Guidelines for registration of Raw Material Suppliers and buyer agents were approved
in the145th Authority meeting held on 16.11.2023 which will be helpful to improve the traceability
in the supply chain. Requirement of a handling centre was made mandatory for registration of new
exporters of other edible & non-edible marine products. Guidelines for Registration of Handling Centre
for Ornamental Fish were prepared and approved in the 145th Authority meeting and came into effect
from 07.02.2024. Introduced Bank Guarantee for value-added products and Other Edible & Non-Edible
marine products w.e.f. 22.03.2024.

The Authority under the statutory provisions of the MPEDA Act and Rules continued to Register/De-
register and Cancel the Exporters, Processing Plants, Ice Plants, Cold Storage and Handling Centres etc.

6. EXPORT PROMOTION

6.1. Marketing Services

As part of marketing services activities, the section gathers and provides necessary inputs to various
ministries in framing the trade policies, budget proposals, addresses the market access issues related
to various countries, examines and offers comments on SPS/TBT notifications, Anti-dumping duty
(ADD), Countervailing duty (CVD), Section 609 of US Public law 101-162, Marine Mammal Protection
Act (MMPA) and EU 1005/2009. Under the various trade agreements, the issues related to marine
sector are analysed and inputs furnished to the Department of Commerce for taking up the same at
the appropriate level. The marketing service section intervened timely and took necessary action on all
matters relating to export trade.

Problems confronted by exporters in marketing were taken up with the authorities concerned and the
quality complaints received from the buyers were attended to resolve the same amicably. For ease
of doing business, Marketing services section is facilitating the issuance of certificates like, Catch
certificate, ICCAT, DS-2031, Duty free import certificate, Certificate of Legal Origin, Non-radioactivity
certificate and RCMC, through electronic mode. This has enabled exporter to avail the certificate in
faster manner and to clear the consignment without delay.

Marine Fish production in India has been continuously increasing from 0.58 million tonsin 1950 to 4.43
million tons in 2023. The potential for marine fish production for India is estimated to be 5.31 million
tons. The marine sector including the capture fisheries contributes to 1.1 % of the GDP and 6.7 % of the
agricultural GDP (Handbook on Fisheries Statistics: 2023, DoF). In 2023-24, India has exported seafood
valued US$ 7.36 billion. Capture fisheries contributed nearly 37.70% of the export value, while the rest

came from aquaculture.

6.1.1. Antidumping duty on exports of Indian Shrimp to USA

Based on the representations of Southern Shrimp Producers Alliance (the association of local shrimp
producers in USA), the US DOC has been imposing anti-dumping duty on shrimp imports from India
since 2004. The initial anti-dumping duty was 10.17%. This was reviewed subsequently through
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various Administrative Reviews. As per the 18th Preliminary results, Antidumping Duty imposed for
Indian shrimp is 2.49 %.

6.1.2. Countervailing Duty by USA on Frozen Shrimp exports from India

On November 14, 2023, the U.S. Department of Commerce (Commerce) initiated countervailing duty
investigations of imports of frozen warmwater shrimp from Ecuador, India, Indonesia, and Vietnam,
pursuant to the Tariff Act of 1930. These investigations were in response to petitions filed on October
25, 2023, by the American Shrimp Processors Association (ASPA), Texas, seeking imposition of
countervailing duties on imported shrimp from Ecuador, India, Indonesia and Vietnam. In its Petition,
ASPA alleged that frozen warm water shrimp from India, Ecuador, Indonesia, and Vietnam benefit from
countervailable subsidies and materially injured the United States domestic industry producing fresh
and frozen warm water shrimp and threaten to cause further material injury if remedial action is not
taken. Accordingly, upon publishing in the Federal Register, all consignments of Indian frozen warm
water shrimp landing in USA have been imposed with the preliminary Countervailing Duty (CVD) rates
of 4.36% .

Comments on 25 nos of SPS and TBT notifications were provided to M/s Sarvada law office, New
Delhi,(Consultant to MoCé&l) during the year 2023-2024.

6.1.6 Export facilitation certificates:
6.1.6.1 Catch Certification scheme

Implementation of European Union Regulation 1005/2008 demands validation of catch certificate for
export of sea caught varieties to European Union since 1t January 2010. MPEDA has been authorized
by the Govt. of India for validation of catch certificate.

Around 100 Harbour Data Collector's (HDCs) were deployed in minor fishing harbours/landing centres
apart from the major fishing harbours in all maritime states of India for incorporating real time boat
arrivals for ensuring the traceability of fishing vessels for issuing the catch certificates. During the year
2023-24, MPEDA has validated 8936 catch certificates for export to EU through its field offices.

Revenue generated for validation of EU & Non- EU catch certificate during the year is Rs. 291.07 lakh.
6.1.6.2 Non-EU catch certificate:

MPEDA has been receiving enquiries from exporters to validate Catch Certificates for the sea caught
consignments to countries other than EU as demanded by their respective buyers. This was considered
and the Competent Authority has taken a decision to validate Catch Certificates for the export of all sea
caught marine products destined for countries other than European Union w.e.f 05.03.2018.
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During the year 2023-24, MPEDA has validated 927 catch certificates for export to Non-EU countries
through its field offices.

6.1.6.3 Japan Catch Documentation Scheme (JCDS)

Japan has implemented Catch Certificate scheme from 01.12.2022 for Class Il Aquatic Animals and
Plants under Article 11 of the Act on Ensuring the Proper Domestic Distribution and Importation of
Specified Aquatic Animals and Plants. The new catch certificate legislation has been developed to
prevent the import of IUU catches into Japan through which it is aiming to contribute to global efforts
to eliminate IUU fishing.

The fish species such as Squid, Cuttle fish, Pacific saury (Cololabisspp.), Mackerel (Scomberspp.)
and Sardine (Sardinopsspp.) are included in the catch documentation scheme by Japan. MPEDA has
been authorized by the Govt. of India for validation of catch certificate and implemented to issue the
certificate from 01.12.2022.

During the year 2023-24, MPEDA has validated 193 catch certificates for export to Japan through its
field offices.

6.1.6.4 DS 2031 certificates

DS 2031 certificates is mandatory for the shrimp consignment to USA, which states that the shrimp was
harvested in a manner not harmful to sea turtles or harvested by aqua culture. MPEDA started online
validation of DS 2031 certificate and fully switched over to validate certificates with digital signature
of officers with effect from 06.04.2020. A total of 19688 DS 2031 certificates were validated during the
year 2023- 24.

Revenue generated for validation of DS 2031 certificates (USA & other than USA) during the year is
Rs.591.75 Lakh.

6.1.6.5 ICCAT certificates

MPEDA has been authorized by the Govt. of India vide letter no. 5/1/2015- EP (MP) dated 27th June
2016 to validate International Commission for the Conservation of Atlantic Tunas (ICCAT) Swordfish
Statistical Document for the export of Big Eye tuna and swordfish to certain EU markets for conservation
of tunas and tuna like species in the Atlantic Ocean and its adjacent seas.

A total of 536 ICCAT Swordfish Statistical Documents were validated during the year 2023-24.

Revenue generated for validation of ICCAT Swordfish Statistical Documents during the year is Rs. 9.525
Lakh.

6.1.6.6 Non-Radio Activity Certificate

To control the risk of radio-active contamination in the environment or food chain MPEDA carries out
radio activity testing on a range of products through BARC Mumbai.

A total of 446 non-radio Active certificates were validated during the year 2023-24.

Revenue generated for validation of non-radioactive certificates during the year is Rs. 13.56 Lakh.
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6.1.6.7 Certificate of Legal origin

MPEDA has been validating Certificate of Legal Origin for Chile since September 2018. National Fisheries
and Aquaculture Service (SERNAPESCA), Chile has identified MPEDA as an Authority to validate the
Certificate of Legal Origin.

Atotal of 34 Certificate of Legal origins were validated during the year 2023- 24.
Revenue generated for validation of Certificate of Legal origin during the year is Rs. 73.08961 Lakhs.

6.1.6.8Registration Cum Membership Certificate (RCMC)

As per the DGFT guidelines, MPEDA is issuing Registration cum Membership Certificate (RCMC) to the
exporters those who registered with MPEDA as member in order to avail various benefits under Foreign
Trade Policy and customs duty exemption. MPEDA, through its field offices is also issuing temporary
Registration cum Membership Certificate (RCMC) to prospective exporters for import / procure various
machinery items under the Export Promotion Capital Goods (EPCG) scheme of DGFT, under which they
can import items duty free. A total of 49 RCMC were issued during the year 2023-24.

Revenue generated from the issuance of RCMC during the year 2023-24 was Rs.7.91 Lakhs
6.1.6.9Duty Free Import Certificate

As per the provisions of Foreign Trade Policy, exporters are eligible for duty free imports of eligible
ingredients and chemicals for usage in processing of the seafood product, to the tune of 1% of the
export value of the previous year.

A total of 220 Duty Free Import Certificates were validated during the year 2023-24.
Revenue generated for validation of Duty Free Import Certificate during the year is Rs. 8.26 Lakh.
6.1.7 Other major activities

6.1.7.1 Certification of Shrimp Harvesting Nations Under Section 609 of US Public
Law 101-162

US Department of State has not certified India since 2019 for exporting wild- caught shrimp to the USA
on account of CIFT TED not meeting the US NOAA specifications and non-implementation of Turtle
Excluder Device (TED) in the Mechanized Trawlers in India, which is causing an annual export loss of
around Rs. 4500 Cr. worth wild caught shrimp.

To address this issue, MPEDA awarded a funded project to ICAR CIFT for modification of the TED design
as per the US NOAA specification. Accordingly, ICAR-CIFT has modified the TED design and successfully
conducted the field trials. US NOAA appreciated the efforts taken by India and agreed to visit India
for confirming the TED design. Before US NOAA official visit to India, MPEDA organized preliminary
stakeholder sensitization workshop in East and West Coast during December 2023 and January 2024.
Further, US NOAA officials visited India during 18-26th Feb 2024 and conducted capacity building
training to stakeholders on fabrication of Turtle Excluder Device (TED) and field demonstration. The
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trained trainers will be utilized for disseminating the knowledge on the fabrication of TED and conducting
field demonstrations in all maritime states of India for the effective implementation of modified TED
suitable for Indian waters. India should implement TED in all shrimp trawlers of India with the active
support of State Fisheries Department of all maritime states and Department of Fisheries, Gol. This will
help India to resume the wild caught shrimp exports to USA and protect the livelihood of Indian fishers

6.1.7.2 US Marine Mammal Protection act (US MMPA)

The USA's National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS) has observed that the overall risk of marine
mammal by-catch in Indian fishery is ‘High'. As per the Final List of Foreign Fisheries (LOFF for India),
three fisheries are classified as Exempt Fisheries and 12 as Export Fisheries under US Marine Mammal
Protection Act in 2017. In order to comply the regulation, MPEDA funded the project to CMFRI for
conducting Marine mammal stock assessment study in Indian waters. Based on the study, MPEDA
submitted Comparability Finding Application (CFA) for the listed Indian fisheries to US-NOAA in due
consultation with CMFRI, FSI, CIFT and MPEDA-NETFISH. Presently, FSl is taking the lead role along
with other stake holders for continuing the marine mammal stock assessment study in Indian waters.
India is waiting of the final determination from US NOAA for our listed export fisheries. Though the
provisions of the Act were proposed to be implemented w.e.f. 01.01.2023, it is deferred twice and is
proposed to be implemented from 01.01.2026.

6.1.7.3 Listing of Units

MPEDA took up the matter of non-listing of approved Indian seafood processing units by the regulatory
authorities of various importing countries like Vietnam, EU. and Russia. Due to the efforts of MPEDA,
these countries started the listing of units during 2023, the updated status is as follows:

a. Vietnam: listed the 16 units

b. EU: listed 67 new units in the TRACES system which made them eligible for exports of both wild
caught and farmed seafood products.

c. Russia: 2 units listed and FSVPS of Russia initiated the process of listing of more units
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6.1.7.4 Policy recommendations for the Promotion of seafood value addition

a. Framing A Chapter For Easing The Procedures For Imports For Value Addition:
Mpeda In Consultation With Seai, Seafood Exporters Etc Framed A Chapter On Easing The
Procedures For Marine Products Raw Material Import For Value Addition (Pmriva) And Submitted
To Dgft For Its Inclusion As A Separate Chapter In The Country’s Foreign Trade Policy.

b. Exemption Of Units From Mandatory Inspection By Fssai: Due To The Continuous Efforts Of Mpeda,
The Fish And Fishery Processing Units Being Inspected By Export Inspection Council (Eic) Were
Exempted From Mandatory Third-Party Audit Of Fssai, W.e.f February 2024.

6.1.7.5 Budget Announcement

In the pre-budget proposal 2023-24, MPEDA recommended for reducing the import duty of major
Aquaculture inputs. Considering MPEDAs recommendation, the import duty for the following items
were reduced in the Budget announcement for the period 2023-24

< Fish lipid Qil (HS 1504 20) and Algal prime (flour) (HS 2102 2000) - reduce from 30% to 15%.

“ Fish meal (HS 2301 20), Krill meal (HS 2301 20) and Mineral and Vitamin Premixes (HS 2309 90 90)
-reduced from 15% to 5%.

6.1.7.6 Lifting of ban on imports of chilled fish by Qatar:

Due to the continuous follow up of MPEDA through DoC and Eol,Doha, Qatar lifted the temporary ban
imposed on imports of chilled fish from India, w.e.f 15.11.2023.

6.1.7.7 Inputs for Trade agreements:

Inputs were offered to DoC in connection with the ongoing trade negotiations and review of concluded
trade negotiations, w.r.t tariff modalities, RoO Chapter and Definitions on technical terms.

7. CULTURE FISHERIES

7.1.Export production through aquaculture

Export-oriented aquaculture production exhibited a slight decrease during the year 2023-24 (Fig. 1)
with a production of 12,19,014 MT which is lesser than 223 MT compared to the previous year (2022-
23) production (12,119,237 MT). The decrease is mainly because of changes in the production of
L.vannamei, Seabass and Tilapia.

Export oriented aquaculture production (MT)
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7.2. Shrimp aquaculture production

India’s total aquaculture production of shrimp comprising Vannamei, Black Tiger and other shrimp
estimated based on the reports received from the field is 11,63,440 MT during 2023-24, registering an
increase of 0.2% over the production of 11,61,164 MT recorded during the previous year. The increase
was propelled mainly by the increase in production of Black Tiger Shrimp (Penaeus monodon). The
vannamei production during the year was 10,76,970 MT, which is less than 20,511 MT of the previous
year's production of 10,97,481 MT, thus registering a decrease of 1.9%. L.vannamei production
contributed to around 92.6 % of the total shrimp aquaculture production in the country. The total
production of tiger shrimp registered an increase of 36% compared to the previous year. Scampi
production recorded 8.3 % increase over 2022-23 with a production figure of 24,769 MT. Other shrimps
recorded 12% increase in production compared to 2022-23. Total production of Shrimp and Scampi
(11,88,209 MT) also registered an increase of about 0.35% compared to previous year. Table 1 will
provide a glimpse of the extent of increase in production of shrimp species and scampi which resulted
in an overall increase of 0.35 % in total production.

The Pacific White shrimp (L. vannamei) continued to contribute the lion’s share of India’s cultured
shrimp and prawn production. Fig. 2 shows that the share of L. vannamei in total shrimp and prawn
production during 2023-24 was 90.6%.

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The contribution of the native species, Black Tiger shrimp (Penaeus monodon) was 85,751 MT in terms
of quantity and about 7.2% in terms of share in the total (shrimp and scampi) production. Scampi and
other shrimps (Penaeus indicus and other penaeid shrimps) accounted for 2.08 % and 0.06% respectively
of the total shrimp and scampi production.

Pacific White leg / Vannamei shrimp

The state-wise details of area under culture and production of the species for 2023-24 is given in Table
2. Andhra Pradesh remained the leading producer state with a total production of 9,32,484 MT, followed
by Odisha with a production of 42,637 MT, Tamil Nadu with 41,200 MT, and West Bengal with 37,365
MT. Gujarat, West Bengal, Odisha and Andhra Pradesh led the table in terms of productivity achieved
during the year.

The trend in the area utilization and production of L. vannamei shrimp in various maritime states of the
country is given in Table 3. During the year 2023-24, the area under culture was 1,25,980 Ha compared
tothe area of 1,25,673 Ha during 2022-23. Average crop wise productivity decreased to 4.3 MT/Ha from
4.52 MT/Ha from the previous year.

The blacktiger shrimp production reported during the year was 85,751 MT. Andhra Pradesh contributed
about 36.6% (31,365 MT) of the total tiger shrimp production of the country, followed by Gujarat (32%),
West Bengal (28.9%), and Kerala (1.2%). Other coastal states contributed the remaining 1.3%. The state-
wise details of the area utilized for culture and production during the year 2023-24 is given in Table 5

In comparison with the production of Tiger shrimp in the year 2022-23, the production increased
considerably by about 36% during the current year mainly attributed to the importation of Specific
Pathogen Free P.monodon broodstock for production and supply of Post Larvae to farmers. The trends
in area utilization and state-wise production over the years are given in Table 6. The productivity has
increased to 1.82MT/Ha/Crop.

7.3.Contribution of Cultured Shrimp and Scampi for Export

The total export-oriented aquaculture shrimp & scampi production and the estimated product weight
generated registered an increase of about 0.17 % while the estimated value of the produce registered a
decrease of 9.45 % compared to the previous year (Table 11).

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7.4. Production of Other exportable varieties of fish and shellfish

Crab, Sea bass, Tilapia (GIFT) and Pangasius are reported by the field offices as the other species
commercially cultured in their respective regions. During the year under report, field offices have
reported a production of 1,83,378 MT of diversified species, which included 6197 MT of Mangrove Crab,
17507 MT of Seabass, 7099 MT of Tilapia and 1,52,599 MT of Pangasius. The production of diversified
species of fish and shellfish for export are still in the developing stage. Large-scale development can
be possible with the involvement of corporate bodies who can invest in setting up integrated units of
exportable varieties of fish and shellfish including hatcheries, farms and processing plants. Details of
the production of diversified export-oriented species are given in the table below:

7.5. Promotional Activities

The increase in India’s fish production as well as the impressive growth in seafood exports have been
possible due to the development in aquaculture sector. Aquaculture is the most viable source for
generating additional raw material for achieving enhanced export figures. Considering the significance
of capacity building programmes, MPEDA through its Regional and Sub Regional divisions located at
different coastal states of India conducts trainings, awareness campaigns, farmers’ meet and workshops.

The trainings were conducted for prospective entrepreneurs as well as existing aquaculture farmers. The
trainings cover several aspects of aquaculture including Scientific Shrimp farming, Better Management
Practices, Species diversification, Disease and health management, Certification and Traceability,
Relevance of quality of aquaculture produce etc. 65 trainings were organized during the year which
benefitted 1306 farmers/beneficiaries across the country.

14 numbers of Farmers’ meet, and Seminars (1139 beneficiaries) were organized for the stakeholders in
this year, which offered platform for farmers to interact with experts in different entities of the value chain;

etc..

MPEDA field offices conducted several awareness campaigns at village and farm levels to educate
farmers to abstain from use of banned aquaculture inputs which may harm human health, species
diversification, aquaculture certification etc. MPEDA organized 1740 such campaigns on usage of
banned antibiotics & pharmacologically active substances and was benefitted by 16,584 farmers. Also
conducted 79 campaigns across the country, attended by 1774 farmers for the promotion of diversified
aquaculture species and for the promotion of aquaculture certification and traceability.

The capacity-building platforms also helped to stay connected with the aqua farmers, to know the
problems faced by them, to update them with technological advances in the sector, to fill the knowledge
gaps and also to help them to address the quality or food safety issues in the production units.

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7.6.Enrolment of Aquaculture farms and hatcheries with GIS Mapping

MPEDA has a voluntary scheme for enrolment of aquaculture farms and hatcheries which produce
export-oriented species in India for traceability purpose. Each farm is tagged with a unique system
generated farm enrolment number. The farms are enrolled after verification of documents and field
verification of farms including the process of recording geographical coordinates of the farm using a
highly accurate handheld GPS (Global Positioning System) device and further verification at the head
office level and generation of kml (keyhole markup language) files, viewable in Google earth application.
The enrolled farms are linked with Pre-Harvest Test System as well as National Residue Control Plan
(NRCP) to trace the presence of banned antibiotics/substances. 1819 new farms have been enrolled
during the report year and 1821 farms were approved for level 2 verification. The total number of farms
entered for enrolment with MPEDA is 80,598 with farming area (Water Spread Area) of 2,09,804 and out
of these 57,374 farms with 1,05,598 Ha have been approved after Level 2 verification.

The digital sketches showing the geometric boundaries of farms/ponds along with other farm
characteristics in the database generated from the verified GPS data and viewable in the Google
Earth application are sent to respective field offices, ELISA screening laboratories and Quality control
laboratories to monitor sample collection while issuing Pre- Harvest Test Certificates (PHT) and also
during NRCP sample collection.

As part of automation of farm enrolment process, MPEDA has initiated a project on development of
WebGIS portal and mobile application which enables farmers to apply online and geo tag their farms.
The portal will utilize drone mapped and processed images of aquaculture farms for easy and faster
enrollment of farms. An area of 1.05 Lakh Ha has been digited during the year using drone technology..

7.7 .Enrollment and quarterly monitoring of hatcheries

Out of the total 520 hatcheries in India, MPEDA has enrolled 382 shrimp / Scampi hatcheries of annual
production capacity 31,718 million upon necessary upgradation. This is also a voluntary scheme as in
the case of aquaculture farms. Efforts to bring all aquafarms and hatcheries in the database of MPEDA
are continued.

During 2023-24, 09 hatcheries of annual production capacity 902 million (Andhra Pradesh - 8 & Kerala-
1) were enrolled by MPEDA. Hatcheries that have established in-house diagnostic laboratories, effluent
treatment units and bio-security measures were considered for enrollment.

As part of the quality control measures, field centres have been inspecting the hatcheries under a
quarterly monitoring programme. The officials of the field offices conducted 1174 visits to hatcheries
for monitoring during the year under the programme for quarterly monitoring of enrolled hatcheries.

7.8. N R C P Samples

The National Residue Control Plan (NRCP) is formulated for monitoring the presence of residues of
veterinary drugs and environmental contaminants in aquaculture products, to ensure an overall
monitoring of the aquaculture products at different stages of production to guarantee safe products
from farm to fork. The Regional and Sub Regional divisions covered aquaculture farms, hatcheries and
feed mills, which are involved in production for export purpose, and collected samples for analysis.
Monitoring was carried out in shrimps, scampi, freshwater fish farms and hatcheries to establish a
system of corrective action in the case of detection of contaminants, higher than the prescribed limits.
Accordingly, MPEDA field offices have collected 3613 NRCP samples for analysis from farms, hatcheries,
processing plants and feed mills during the calendar year 2023. Out of which 19 samples (0.52 %) were
found to be non-compliant. In the case of non-compliant units, follow up actions were initiated by the
RD/ SRDs including field investigations to trace out the source of contamination, followed by collection
of repeat samples from the same farm and hatcheries for further analysis. The suspected units are being
kept under scrutiny. 710 samples under the project, Monitoring of Pesticide Residues at National Level
(MPRNL) were also collected from different markets of the country for the analysis of pesticide residues.

7.9. Transfer of Technology through Demonstration Programmes on Divers-
ification of Aquaculture

Diversification in aquaculture by popularizing new aquaculture technologies for culture production of
exportable variety of finfishes and shell fishes, viz., Tilapia (GIFT), Mud crab and Sea bass and scampi
were carried out. The technology developed by RGCA is adopted in various demonstration programmes
conducted by the field offices. The seeds for Seabass, Tilapia and Mudcrab were procured from RGCA &
Multispecies Aquaculture Complex (MAC), Vallarpadam, Kerala. A total of 7 demonstration programmes
were undertaken during the year on diversified species such as Tilapia (GIFT), Scampi and Seabass and
harvested 5 demonstrations which include one Crab demonstration also.

7.10.Implementation of financial assistance schemes

The Expenditure Finance Committee has approved the following sub-components to extend financial
assistance to farmers/entrepreneurs for aquaculture development (2021-25):

i.  Establishment of nurseries for rearing of seeds in the farm premises

ii. Establishment of shrimp handling facilities in farms for improved food safety premises

iii. Establishment of aqua-farms for diversified aquaculture of Scampi/Mud Crab/GIFT/Sea bass
iv. Establishment of hatcheries for diversified species having export demand

v. Shaphari Certification of farms and hatcheries
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A brief write up on the above financial assistance to ensure quality shrimp/fish production from the
country and also the achievement during 2023-24 is given below:

1. Establishment of nurseries for rearing of seeds in the farm premises:

Rearing of post larvae from fry to Juvenile/fingerling stage of fin fish/ shell fish is the most critical
phase for determining the success of grow-out operations. The seeds reared in highly bio secured
environmentinthe nursery unitis a solution to several problems faced by shrimp aquaculture sector
including disease outbreaks and quality seeds. Productivity of shrimp farms can be increased and
culture period can be reduced which in turn saves labour and other recurring expenses.

The items eligible for financial Assistance to “Establishment of nurseries for rearing of seeds in
the farm premises” include earth work, pumps, aerators and accessories, water test probes,
construction of shed, biosecurity installations etc. The financial support is limited to 50% of the
admissible cost limited to Rs. 6 lakhs per unit.

2. Establishment of shrimp handling facilities in farms for improved food safety premises

Shrimps are highly perishable, with short shelf life and susceptible to spoilage during postharvest
handling and storage. The market value of shrimp is generally based on the gross appearance,
freshness and food safety. The quality of shrimps harvested can be improved through creation of
infrastructure for better handling right from the point of harvest throughout chain of custody.

For improving the personal hygiene of the farm workers it is proposed to include bio toilets in
the farm premises. Bio toilets and sanitation facilities near the farm area will reduce the chances
of contamination of harvested shrimp with pathogenic micro organisms. This will be helpful to
maintain the quality of the raw material after harvest when handling.

The items eligible for financial Assistance to “Establishment of shrimp handling facilities in farms”
include construction of handling shed/harvest platform & material store room, Handling/washing/
grading tables, chill killing containers, water storage tanks, material handling accessories etc. The
eligible financial support is 50% of the admissible cost incurred subject to a maximum limit of Rs.
10,00,000/- per Ha

3. Establishment of aqua-farms for diversified aquaculture of Scampi/Mud Crab/GIFT/Sea bass

In India, shrimp continues to hold the position of most preferred and cultured species. L.vannamei
constitutes the significant share of shrimp export from the country but over dependence on a
single item is not a recommended option for aquaculture sector. MPEDA has proposed the need
for diversifying production base in its Export Strategy document for increasing exports further.

Rajiv Gandhi Centre for Aquaculture (RGCA) has developed technology for seed production of
Seabass, GIFT, Mud Crab etc. and supplying seeds to Farmers. Scampi is another group with
demonstrated hatchery technology and market potential. Hence it is desirable to promote
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commercial farming of potential groups of aquatic animals like GIFT (Tilapia), Sea bass, Mud Crab
and Scampi considering their export potential.

MPEDA, being the nodal agency of Govt. of India for promotion of quality marine products exports
from the country, it has the mandate of increasing raw material production through aquaculture
for fisheries export. Considering the seed availability Scampi, Seabass, GIFT and Mud crab in the
country, it is proposed extent financial support for the farmers who are ready to invest in culture
operation of the above species to produce quality raw material for export. Earth work, Pumps &
Aerators, Water testing instruments, farm sheds, biosecurity measures, seeds & feed etc are the
components under the scheme and the financial support is limited to 50% of the admissible cost
limited to Rs.5 lakhs/ha

4. Establishment of hatcheries for diversified species having export demand:

Seed and feed are the major inputs for promoting the culture of the diversified species like Sea
bass, Cobia, Pompano, Crab, GIFT, Grouper etc. The hatchery technology for the seed production
of these species are sophisticated and only a few hatcheries have established in the country so
far. More number of new hatcheries have to be established in the country for the production of
quality seeds for diversified species by adopting state of art technology to promote the culture.
Quality seed production can be achieved by adoption of Better Management Practices in each
stage of production system.

The hatcheries should be established with facilities for adoption of Better Management Practices
and diagnostic lab for the production of specific pathogen free seeds. The facilities include bio
security systems for preventing the entry of pathogens. Effluent Treatment System for proper
treatment of waste water before releasing the used water into source is also essential. The scheme
has taken care for providing assistance to establish hatcheries with diversified species such as
Seabass, Crab and GIFT. The financial assistance to Seabass & Crab is 50% of the capital cost
limited to Rs. 1 crore and for GIFT 50% capital cost limited to Rs.25 lakhs.

5. Shaphari certification of farms and hatcheries

Shaphari, the aquaculture certification programme for aquaculture hatcheries and farms was
launched on 7™ February 2020. The Certification conforms with FAO guidelines and guarantees
quality of shrimp seeds supplied to farmers and authenticates that seeds of certified hatcheries
are disease free and antibiotic free. Certified farms qualify for adoption of Better Management
Practices and exporters will use the certification as a credible document while trading. Till 2023-
24, 13 hatcheries and 137 ha farm area are certified under SHAPHARI which ensures high health
shrimp production from the country. The audit of 32 hatcheries and nearly 1000 Ha farms enrolled
under the programme are progressing through different stages of audit.

Advance approvals have been issued to 9 units under the above sub-components and a total of Rs.
158.90 Lakhs were released as per the details given below;

7.12. Activities taken up for the benefit of beneficiaries belonging to SC and ST categories

The allotted fund of Rs. 2.5 Cr for the Scheduled Caste Sub Plan (SCSP) and Tribal Sub Plan (TSP)
schemes have been fully utilized for the various activities for the welfare of aqua farmers and fishermen
groups belonging to the SC/ST community in various maritime states like West Bengal, Odisha, Andhra
Pradesh, Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Karnataka, Maharashtra and Gujarat and also societies like NaCSA,
NETFISH and RGCA, for the development of culture and capture fisheries sectors in the country. Under
all these schemes/ activities/ projects, the proposed assistance is 75% of the total project cost and 25%
is the contribution from the beneficiary.

The details of programmes implemented using the funds under SCSP & TSP are as follows:
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a). Capacity building programs and farming demonstrations by Field Offices

MPEDA field Offices organized demonstration programmes for disseminating the culture technology of
aquatic species, especially for diversified species like Seabass, Crab, GIFT etc. Special efforts have been
taken for organizing demonstration programmes. They are also organizing, field-oriented extension
activities like Farmers Meet, Training Programmes, Awareness Campaigns etc. exclusively for the benefit
of farmers of this community. In addition to this, financial assistance was also extended for developing
infrastructure facilities like Bio-security, aerators, gen sets, pumps etc to improve the production and
productivity of farms.

b). NaCSA & RGCA

RGCA extends technical assistance and organizes exclusive training programmes for aqua farmers
belonging to SC/ST community from all over the country at their training centre at Sirkali, Tamil Nadu
by utilizing this fund.

Nirmala Nagar Project in Bapatla District, Andhra Pradesh

MPEDA has implemented the Tribal Sub-Plan (TSP) by embracing “Nirmala Nagar,” a distinct settlement
of Aquaculture farmers belonging to Scheduled Tribes. Situated in Tummala Panchayath, within the
Pothumerakarevenue village, Repalle Mandal, formerly in Guntur district (Presently in Bapatla district,
after re-structuring of districts in Andhra Pradesh) of Andhra Pradesh, this hamlet comprises 139
Aquaculture farms, encompassing 177 ponds. MPEDA has adopted this Tribal Village of Aqua farmer
to provide electric power connection to the farming areas, installation of bio security measures such as
crab fencing and bird scare netting etc. at every pond and providing water testing devices so that the
shrimp export production from these farms can be increased from 30 to 40 kilograms per acre to 4 - 5
MT /Ha/ Crop.

Present status of the project:

The Andhra Pradesh Central Power Distribution Corporation Limited (APCPDCL), Repalle has
completed the works of installation of Transformers, Cabling etc which incurred Rs. 1.8 Crore. MPEDA's
contribution of Rs.1 Cr. has already been paid.

The tender notice for the works of cable lining/wiring from electric poles to farm and fixing meters will
be issued by the Fisheries Department of the state. The newly formed Bapatla District was not having
Mineral Fund . With MPEDA's follow-up, the District Mineral Fund was transferred from Guntur to Bapatla
District. The allocation of share of the District Administration of Bapatla towards the Project,i.e. Rs.67.74
Lakh is under process.

The Biosecurity Installations (Crab Fencing & Bird Scare Netting) will be done by the Department of
Panchayathi Raj on completion of electrical works in the farm site.

a) NETFISH Projects

With the objective of empowering the traditional fishermen community under SC/ST Categories for
livelihood improvement, NETFISH (society under MPEDA) supplied fishing crafts, gears, insulated
fish boxes and engines to eligible fishermen members by utilizing this fund.

b) NaCSA assistance activities:

NaCSA, the society of MPEDA for the development of cluster farming of small-scale aqua farmers
are effectively utilizing these funds for developing common infrastructure facilities for SC/ST Aqua
Farmers Welfare Societies.

The fund is being utilized for developing the infrastructure facilities for the SC/ST societies like
installation of Biosecurity, aerators, gen sets, pumps, Cross over bridges, deepening of the
water intake system, electrification, the establishment of Aqua labs etc for increasing the shrimp
production and productivity and to enhance the export.

c) RGCA

RGCA extends technical assistance and organizes exclusive training programmes for aqua farmers
belonging to SC/ST community from all over the country at their training centre at Sirkali, Tamil
Nadu by utilizing this fund.

8. PROCESSING INFRASTRUCTURE AND VALUE ADDITION

The Indian seafood sector needs to be equipped with the State of art technology and most modern
equipment for value addition so as to cop up with the increasing global demand for seafood products
in Value added form. In view of the increasing global demand for value added products in convenient
form, special emphasis has been given for the promotion of value added products. These most modern
equipment are highly capital intensive. Considering the high initial investment involved in setting up of
the production line for value added products, MPEDA has been assisting the seafood sector through
the Technology Development for Specific Value Added Marine Products (TDSVMP). The financial
assistance component aimed at improving the infrastructural facilities for processing and value
addition, cold chain development, establishment of handling & packing centers for chilled and dried
fishes and to upgrade the skills of the workers on value addition. The Assistance component, as well
as hands on training programs on Seafood value addition has facilitated the Indian stakeholders to
actively venture into value addition business. The vision of this component is to transform India into
a hub for re-processing and value addition. MPEDA envisages achieving this vision by equipping the
industry with state of the art Technology in value addition and focusing on skill development of the
work force through training programs on Value addition.

8.1. Progress of the implementation of financial assistance schemes during
2023-24

The total financial support extended to seafood processors under ‘Value Addition for Exports’ was X
906.70 Lakh. The State-wise disbursement of financial assistance during the year is given in Annexure |

TDSVMP - Technology Development for Specific Value-added Marine Products

To increase the value added seafood products from India, Department of Commerce (DoC) vide file
no. 6/1/2023-EP (MP)dated 12.02.2024 has approved the MPEDA scheme guidelines of “Technology
Development for Specifc Value-added Marine Products” and implemented from FY 2023-2024.
TDSVMP intends to promote investment in value addition by supporting processing infrastructure,
including automation and packaging systems, as well as providing cold storage facilities. Additionally,
it encourages processing of chilled and dried items by establishing specialized fish handling centers
and aims to support a broader spectrum of small and medium-scale companies, fostering growth in
the seafood processing industry and strengthening the manufacturing ecosystem in the country. The
scheme has the following components:

8.2. Training programmes 2023-24

MPEDA organized a three-day hands-on training program on seafood value addition at Kochi, Mumbai,
Veraval, Kolkata, Vijayawada, Chennai and Bhubaneswar from 21/11/2023 to 17/12/2023. These
programs enhanced the skills of seafood processing workers, thereby promoting the production of

popular value-added products and its exports from the country.
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181 participants from 145 different processing facilities were trained under the guidance of experienced
experts from Vietnam Mr. Tran Quoc Son and Mrs. Chu Thi Tuyet Mai. Additionally, officials from MPEDA,
NETFISH, CIFT, NIFPHATT were also trained. State co-ordinators of MPEDA-NETFISH who attended
the training also facilitated the training in local languages, ensuring clear understanding and active
participation of the trainees. The trainees were given hands on training on value addition on 22 specific
value added products.

A seafood tasting session was also conducted at each locations showcasing 22 products prepared
along with additional Indian-style preparations, reinforcing the importance of value-added products in
the seafood export industry. The trainees demonstrated their skills by preparing value-added products
like butterfly shrimp, skewers, Breaded Nobashi shrimp, Breaded fish fillet (grouper), Breaded butterfly
shrimp, Breaded popcorn shrimp, Breaded fritter shrimp, Breaded squid rings, Marinated Shrimp and
Dusted squid rings etc which were trained during the training.

A skill test evaluation was also conducted for all trainees on the third day of each programme. Trainees
were evaluated on their ability to prepare value added products trained and the top three ranks were
announced, qualifying them for a national-level skill Olympiad.

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9. QUALITY CONTROL

Initiatives to maintain and improve the quality of seafood exported from India is one among
the various mandates of MPEDA. The Quality Control Section of MPEDA is striving towards
equipping the seafood industry to produce & export safe and internationally acceptable fish
& fishery products from the country.

9.1. AQuality issues notified by importing countries

20 Rapid Alert notifications by the EU, 41 import refusals by the US FDA, and 5 violations of
Japanese standards were notified in 2023-24. The concerned field offices have investigated
the respective cases, and furnished root-cause analysis reports. Corrective actions were
suggested to the processors to prevent the recurrence.

9.2. Issues with GACC

GACC revoked the indefinite suspension of 3 units which were suspended due to various
reasons like WSSV, failed inspection and mismatch in manufacturing date due to the collective
efforts of MPEDA, EIC and the Embassy of India (EOI), Beijing.

9.3. EU-approved establishments

Periodic up dation of the list of Indian seafood processing establishments approved for export
to EU is carried out by MPEDA. As on 315t March 2024, 431 seafood processing establishments
and 69 independent cold stores in India are approved by the EU. The EU had stopped adding
new units to the list of approved units since 2018. As a result of sustained follow-up by the
Indian side during bilateral meetings related to trade, the EU started adding new processing
units to the list of approved units for exporting fish & fishery products from India.

9.4. Shrimp Regulatory Partnership Agreement (RPA)

The USFDA has envisaged the concept of shrimp specific food safety partnerships with
regulatory and government agencies to identify areas of food safety concern effectively and
work together to develop programs for addressing these areas of concern. The principal goal
of Shrimp Regulatory Partnership Agreement is to establish a forum to learn about each other’s
regulatory authorities in the shrimp industry, to find areas to work together (collaboration/
knowledge sharing), to effectively strengthen the enforcement of the shrimp safety measures.
As part of Shrimp Regulatory Partnership agreement, MPEDA facilitated USFDA to organize
two batches of Decomposition training programs at ICAR-Central Institute of Fisheries
Technology, Kochi during the year 2023-24 for the benefit of the Indian seafood industry.

As a prelude to the Regulatory Partnership, USFDA provided Regulatory Partnership:
Aquaculture Products Assessment Tool (RP: APAT). The aquaculture products assessment
tool is a self-assessment worksheet to be filled by the Participating Agency (PA) which is
responsible forthe food safety system foraquaculture seafood products. The RP: APAT contains
nine standards with each standard corresponding to a specific attribute of a regulatory food
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safety program and the participating agency has to describe and provide documentation that
supports food safety systems for aquaculture seafood products exported to the United States.
MPEDA sought information and data from other stakeholders like the Coastal Aquaculture
Authority (CAA), Bureau of India Standards (BIS), Central Drugs Standard Control Organization
(CDSCO), ICAR-Central Institute of Brackish water Aquaculture (ICAR-CIBA), Department of
Fisheries (DoF), Ministry of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry & Dairying, Govt. of India, Export
Inspection Council (EIC), Food Safety Standards Authority of India (FSSAI), ICAR - Central
Institute of Fisheries Technology (ICAR-CIFT),ICAR-National Bureau of Fish Genetic Resources
(ICAR-NBFGR) and compiled the information to furnish the Aquaculture Products Assessment
Tool to USFDA in February 2023. After evaluating the information, the US has sought more
clarifications, which are being replied periodically after taking inputs from other Government
agencies involved. The USFDA team is expected to do country inspection in 2024.

9.5. Temporary suspension on the import of Chilled and Frozen seafood
by Ministry of Public Health (MOPH) Qatar

Ministry of Public Health (MoPH) Qatar temporarily suspended the import of chilled and frozen
seafood from India with effect from 6" October 2022, after the detection of Vibrio spp in frozen
and chilled shrimp consignments exported by 5 Indian export establishments.

After sustained efforts by MPEDA and other government agencies, Qatar has lifted the import
ban on frozen seafood from India vide order dated 16.02.2023. MoPH also lifted the temporary
ban/suspension on the import of chilled/fresh seafood from 15.11.2023.

9.6. Temporary Suspension of import of all shrimps from India by
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia

Saudi Food and Drug Authority (SFDA) suspended the import of shrimp from India vide
resolution No.20576 dated 14 March 2023. According to Saudi Arabia, the temporary ban was
imposed due to the presence of “white spot syndrome” found in shrimp shipments imported
from India, though they have not provided specific details. Negotiations in this matter are
underway with the help of the Embassy of India in Saudi Arabia for signing a MoU between
EIC and SFDA.

9.7. Seafood HACCP Training

MPEDA has been providing Seafood HACCP training programs to Indian Seafood Industry
since 1996. The primary purpose of the HACCP training is to assist the implementation of
HACCP in seafood processing establishments. The course is based on a standard curriculum
developed by US Seafood HACCP Alliance with special reference to US Seafood HACCP
Regulations (21 CFR Part 123), cGMP (CFR Part 117) and Sanitation Control Procedures
(SCPs). The faculty for the HACCP course by MPEDA are officials who have undergone the
Train-The-Trainer course conducted by USFDA & JIFSAN covering the seven principles of HACCP
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.This training empowers the processors to develop HACCP plans specific for each seafood
product they handle or process. During 2023-24, 10 seafood HACCP training programs were
organized by MPEDA in different coastal states in which 256 participants from Indian seafood
industry attended.

9.8. Codex Committee on Food Hygiene (CCFH)

Shri.D.V.Swamy IAS, Chairman and Dr. E.C. Abhilash, Assistant Director (QC) participated
from MPEDA in the 54th session of Codex Committee on Food Hygiene (CCFH) held from 11
-15™ March 2024 at Nairobi, Kenya along with other Indian delegates. During the session, the
Indian delegation convinced the CCFH CODEX committee and the working group (Japan &
Chile) to remove Vibrio harveyii from the list of pathogenic bacteria since it is not a food-borne
pathogen from the footnote of document 9 (CXG 73-2010).

CCFH 54 has approved the proposal of including India as one of the co-chairs in the physical
working group for preparing the guidelines for the safe use and reuse of water in food
production and processing of Fish & Fishery products.

9.9. MPEDA QUALITY CONTROL & ELISA LABS

MPEDA implements the National Residue Control Plan (NRCP) on behalf of the Export
Inspection Council of India to monitor the residues of unauthorized substances and
environmental contaminants in fish & fishery products across the aquaculture value chain.
NRCP is done through the five Quality Control Laboratories of MPEDA.

In addition, MPEDA also operates 14 ELISA Screening laboratories and 2 sample collection
centres in coastal states to support the farming community in screening their crops for
residues of banned antibiotics before export supply under the Pre Harvest Test Certification
programme.

The achievements/activities of the QC & ELISA labs of MPEDA are as follows:

9.9.1. National Residue Control Plan (NRCP)

The National Residue Control Plan (NRCP) is a statutory requirement to be implemented by the
countries for exporting to EU countries. For aquaculture products, NRCP is a pre-requirement
under EU regulation 2017/625 for the export of aquaculture products to the European
Union. To ensure proper control on the quality of Marine products (fish & fishery products)
exported from India, the MPEDA is implementing NRCP for aquaculture products. MoCé&l
vide notification SO No.1034(E) dated 09-09-2003 delegated MPEDA to carry out the residue
monitoring activity on behalf of the Competent Authority, the Export Inspection Council of
India (EIC). The conceptualizing, planning and implementation of NRCP was undertaken by
the MPEDA Quality Control Laboratories.

During the reporting year, 3613 samples were analyzed by these labs under NRCP 2023
against the target of 3538.
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9.9.2. Pre-Harvest Testing

To ensure antibiotic residue-free aquaculture shrimp production for export, MPEDA operates
14 ELISA screening labs in the country, and these labs test the farmed shrimp samples
collected prior to harvest and issue Pre-Harvest Test Certificates (PHTC) to the farmers based
on the screening. During 2023-24, a total of 12501 Pre-Harvest Certificates were issued by
MPEDA ELISA labs. Monitoring visits and surveillance audits are also carried out to verify the
functioning of ELISA Labs and the accuracy of sampling and analysis.

9.9.3. Monitoring of Pesticide Residues at the National Level (MPRNL)

The Quality Control lab at Kochiimplements a project for the Monitoring of Pesticide Residues
at the National Level (MPRNL) funded by the Department of Agriculture, Cooperation &
Farmers Welfare, Ministry of Agriculture & Farmers Welfare. During the reporting year, 889
samples of inland fishes and crustaceans from the maritime states of India were analyzed and
the results were communicated.

9.10. Accreditation/ Approval Status of MPEDA labs

Quality Control labs of MPEDA continued to maintain their accreditation and approval from
NABL and EIC without any break since their first accreditation & approval.

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9.11. Proficiency Test (PT) and Inter Laboratory Comparison (ILC) Programmes

9.12. Internal Audits

Internal Audits are tools available as per ISO / IEC 17025: 2017 to check whether management
requirements and technical requirements are met by the laboratory in its function. The Internal Audit of
MPEDA QC labs & ELISA labs were conducted as per the audit calendar. The auditors were drawn from
other QC laboratories. All staff and officials of QC labs were trained under ISO / IEC 17025: 2017 and are
competent to conduct internal audits.

9.13. Testing COVID-19 SARS Nucleic Acid in food package material

In view of frequent rejections from China due to the presence of SARS Cov 2 nucleic acid in food
packages, the Microbiology Division of Quality Control Laboratory, MPEDA, Kochi has extended testing
services for the pathogen for exporters to support the exports to China. During the reporting year, 430
such samples were analyzed.

9.14. Testing samples under Shaphari Certification

A total of 70 samples have been tested under “Shaphari” certification scheme to certify the antibiotic-
free shrimp seed production by hatcheries.

9.15. Revenue generation

During 2023-24, MPEDA QC labs and ELISA labs had generated a total revenue of ¥ 4,60,75,649/-
through testing commercial samples from seafood processing units, hatcheries, farms, feed mills,
aquaculture input suppliers etc.
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9.16. Projectfrom National Surveillance Programme for Aquatic Animal Diseases
(NSPAAD)

MPEDA had become a partner organization in the National Surveillance Programme for Aquatic
Animal Diseases (NSPAAD) coordinated by ICAR- NBFGR with the fund support of the Department of
Fisheries, for three years from 2023-24. The microbiology division of MPEDA QC lab at Kochi is one of
the implementing lab for the project. A total number of 2820 samples had been received against the
target of 2993 during the year 2023.

Noteworthy achievements during 2023-2024

1. Seabass Hatchery produced more than 7.31 million seabass seeds and supplied to 393 aqua-
farmers.

2. Mud crab Hatchery produced more than 0.67 million crab instars and supplied to 45 crab farmers.

3. Aquatic Quarantine Facility was extremely vigilant while quarantining more than 4.07 lakhs of L.
vannamei, P. monodon broodstocks, and PPLs during the period.

4. The GIFT tilapia hatchery produced more than 1.87 million all-male GIFT seed and supplied to 23
Tilapia farmers.

5.  The Artemia Project has produced 827 tins of artemia cysts and regional divisions of MPEDA has
organized more than 11 capacity-building trainings for SC/ST workers on biosecurity, personal
hygiene aspects, and best management practices in artemia production at Artemia project facilities.
About 329 workers in this category got benefited.

6. Mobile Aquaculture Disease Diagnosis Laboratory, operating in coastal districts of Tamil Nadu and
Andhra Pradesh, provided disease diagnosis services at farmers’ doorsteps, benefiting 381 farmers
by 1571 sample test.

7. RGCA has conducted 34 hands-on training programs on diversified aquaculture species, PCR
and its application in aquaculture genetics research, and PCR and its application in aquaculture
pathology, which during the year benefited 263 farmers, students, and aquaculture stakeholders.
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8. RGCA has organized six farmer’'s meet and 37 awareness programs that have benefited 1331
farmers, students, and stakeholders.

9. 3 staff members of RGCA qualified as “Master trainer” for the job role “Aquatic Animal Health Lab
Supervisor” and 4 staff members were qualified as “Trainer” for the job roles Aquaculture Technical
Supervisor, Aquaculture Worker, Aquatic Animal Health Lab Supervisor and Fish Seed Grower
through the assessment conducted by Agriculture Skill Council of India (ASCI) on skill India portal,
National Skill Development Corporation (NSDC).

10. Central Laboratories of RGCA successfully qualified for NABL accreditation and the ring test
organized by Arizona University, USA. During the year, 3930 samples were received, and 593 aqua-
farmers and stakeholders were benefited. The lab has successfully qualified the technical inspection
from MoFPI, Govt. of India, and the trail run of the food processing technological instruments is in
progress.

10.2. The Network For Fish Quality Management & Sustainable Fishing (NETFISH)

Network for Fish Quality Management and Sustainable Fishing (NETFISH) is a registered society
formed under the aegis of Marine Products Export Development Authority (MPEDA) with a view of
imparting knowledge to fishermen/ fisherwomen/ processing workers, technicians, etc. in fish quality
management, conservation of fish resources as well as sustainable fishing.

The various activities carried out by MPEDA-NETFISH during the period from April 2023 to March 2024
totaled 4208 nos. (Table 1).

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MAJOR HIGHLIGHTS

1. NETFISH General Fund Programs: A total of, 578 nos. of programs were carried out using the
general fund. Since the major target was to reduce post-harvest loss and to promote sustainable
fishing, 452 nos. of general programs conducted were harbour-based programs for sea going
fishers, fish handling workers, boat owners and other allied groups. In addition, a few dry fish
development trainings and pre-processing centre programs were also organized promoting
hygienic handling practices. Stakeholders Meetings were also arranged to resolve various issues
related to the sector.

3. Stakeholder’'sworkshopson Turtle Excluder Device (TED) construction and Field Demonstration
in India were arranged in association with CIFT to sensitize about the importance of developing
and implementing TED in trawlers in India. The preliminary workshop with net manufacturers was
at Veraval on 20" December 2023. Then two stakeholder awareness workshops were organized
in Mumbai and Vizag on 23 and 25" January 2024, involving the State Fisheries officials, boat

The programs were conducted by
collecting training fee from the processing units and thereby NETFISH could generate Rs. 7.10
lakh as external income.

8. MFHMS sponsored programs: NETFISH received Rs. 2 lakh from Munambam Fishing Harbour
Management Society for conducting capacity building programs at Munambam FH and to
promote dress code to more workers in the harbour. In this regard, NETFISH Kerala North region
had conducted 5 numbers of awareness program to the fishers and 146 more workers in the
harbour has adopted the dress code (Track pants and T-shirt).

9. Mangrove foundation program: NETFISH Maharashtra North region had organized 11 training
programson ‘Value added fishery product preparation and Hygienic handling’ at North Maharashtra
region with the financial assistance received from Mangrove and Marine Biodiversity Conservation
Foundation of Maharashtra.

10. Collaboration with CIFNET: NETFISH coordinated in sending 48 fishermen from Maharashtra &
Guijarat for 2 Tuna long line training programs at CIFNET, Kochi during June-July 2023. In Kerala,
5 awareness programs on Basics of Marine engine operation and maintenance/electronic &
communication equipment’s, Hygienic handling, and preservation of catch on-board fishing vessel
were conducted jointly for the fishers during January 2024, benefitting 250 fishers. Also, NETFISH
had associated with CIFNET for conducting 14 nos. of skill development training programs on
Tuna long lining and handling, Sea safety & Navigation etc. for 473 ST fishers from Lakshadweep
islands.

11. Marine Mammal Project: As part of the project entitled ‘Marine Mammal Stock Assessment in
India’ sanctioned by DoF under the PMMSY scheme, carried out 16106 fisher surveys in 2 phases
to understand on the by-catch of marine mammals/turtles, covering 166 fishing harbors and
landing centers across the country. Under the Marine Observer program, obtained data comprised
of 41 sightings and 123 fishery interactions of Marine mammals and Sea turtles were reported by
the marine observers.

12. DROP (Drive to Remove Ocean Plastic) project was initiated at Munambam Fishing Harbour for
the collection of plastic wastes from sea with the help of fishers and its safe disposal and recycling
at land. Under the project, about 8.5 tons of plastic wastes were recovered from the sea with the
active participation of 231 fishing vessels, since the inauguration of the project.

13. Harbour Data Collection: Carried out real-time data collection from 86 selected fishing harbour/
landing centres. Data on species-wise fish rate from 35 landing sites was provided to NFDB on
weekly basis.

14. Awareness through HDCs: The fishers and fish handling workers at harbours were given regular
awareness through Harbour Data Collectors at the respective harbours, by conducting 2817 nos.
of programs. Awareness messages on protection of marine mammals and sea turtles, eradication
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of single use plastic, hygienic handling of fish, personal hygiene & fisheries related news etc. were
disseminated among stakeholders through whatsapp groups formed at harbour

15. Ornamental fish Health certification: 64 consignments of ornamental fishes meant for export
were inspected and certified by the NETFISH State Coordinators.

16. MY Bharat programs: Coordinated in conducting 11 nos. of capacity building trainings for the
youths under the MY Bharat program.

MAJOR IMPACTS

The following are some of the major impacts observed during the year, as a result of regular intervention
of NETFISH

< The pre-cooling practice is adopted in more fishing vessels by which post-harvest loss has reduced
by ~5% and the fishers are getting 15-35% more value in auction due to improved quality &
appearance of fish.

< Use of Insulated Fish Boxes for practicing pre-cooling and better preservation of catch has been
intensified. In West Bengal, Fishers are using IFBs for keeping ice, practicing chilling of fish
immediately after harvesting and doing proper preservation in IFBs on-board fishing vessels, by
which they get Rs. 20000 to 40000 more income in each voyage by selling of exportable Pomfret.

<  Fishers use sheets, baskets, net boxes, crates etc. to keep fish for sorting and auctioning at the
harbour thereby minimizing the contact with floor and use hand gloves and gum boots while
handling fish and ice. Fishers intensified the use of trolleys and crates for handling catch and pack
the material with sufficient quantity of ice without keeping on floor.
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< In Maharashtra North region, fishers started using pulley system to minimize handling of fish and
ice and sea water mixture in crates to keep fish in crates

< In Andhra North region, fishers follow Hygienic handling of big fishes by keeping fishes in crates
and then packing with sufficient quantity of ice in Insulated thermocol boxes for transportation.
The cut pieces of big fishes are wrapped with polythene before ice packing for not to lose taste.

< 20 more fishing vessels in Paradeep have started using square mesh cod ends in trawls. Fisher
from Harne and Devgad landing center started using 40 mm square mesh cod end to catch squid.
In Gujarat, a Boat owner is regularly using square mesh cod end and he declared that he is getting
big size catch and no juvenile fish is being caught in square mesh cod end.

% Regular cleaning has been initiated in the selected harbours

< More fishers are bringing back plastic from sea for safe disposal at land. In Maharashtra North
region, Fishers and fish handlers started disposing plastic wastes and food wrappers only in to the
boxes kept by Stall Owners

< The Processing Plant workers are maintaining good personal hygiene, cleanliness of food contact
surface, proper handling & Icing of fishes to reduce post-harvest loss, following Protocol of Covid-19
Guidelines.

10.3. NATIONAL CENTRE FOR SUSTAINABLE AQUACULTURE (NaCSA)
NaCSA is the extension arm of MPEDA & working for the small & marginal aqua farmers of the country.
The main objectives of NaCSA are to:

% Organize small and marginal farmers into clusters.

< Promote scientific management to improve aquaculture sustainability through participatory
approach.

< Empower and build capacity of small-scale aquaculture farmers.
< Facilitate improved service provision to small scale aquaculture farmers.
< Connect farmers to markets to receive better prices for good quality products.

< Facilitate interaction among stakeholders by promoting better management practices to improve
aquaculture productivity and profits.

1. Governing Councils & ECs, AGMs meeting

NaCSA is managed by Governing Council (GC) headed by the President, NaCSA & Chairman, MPEDA.
During the year 2023-24, NaCSA has conducted two Governing Council meetings, one Annual General
Meeting (AGM) and three Executive Committee (EC) meetings to review and plan the NaCSA activities.

1. Organization of clusters

NaCSA organised 393 cluster-based societies during the period from April 2023 to March 2024 in
different coastal States like Andhra Pradesh, Tamil Nadu, Kerela, Odisha, West Bengal, and Guijarat,
which covered 4357 farmers, 7239 ponds, and 3188.936 ha of Water Spread Area (WSA).

2. Organizing cooperative societies and registration of cooperative societies

NaCSA registered 8 State cooperative societies during the period from April 2023 to March 2024 in
different coastal States (Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Andhra Pradesh, and West Bengal), which covered 188
farmers, 398 ponds, and 240.41 ha of Water Spread Area.

3. Assistance offered to the societies for getting CAA Registration

NaCSA assisted society farmers for obtaining Coastal Aquaculture Authority registration for new farms
and renewal for the existing farm registrations. Facilitated applications of 468 farmers for renewal of
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existing CAA registration and facilitated applications of 131 new applications to the respective state
fisheries departments in the states of Andhra Pradesh, West Bengal, Tamil Nadu, Odisha, and Gujarat.

4. Assistance to the clusters for farm enrolment by MPEDA

NaCSA assisted 408 farmers in the States of Andhra Pradesh, Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Odisha, West Bengal
and Guijarat for obtaining MPEDA farm enrolment

NaCSA has conducted a total of 1100 meetings at Village and Mandal/Block/Taluk levels for the
adoption of Better Management Practices (BMP), Crop planning and on creating awareness to farmers
on abuse of banned antibiotics in shrimp farming. 12,715 farmers participated in the above meetings
representing various coastal states of India.

6. Promotion of SHAPHARI Certification in NaCSA clusters

NacSA assisted the 446 farmers under 35 societies with a WSA of 506 Ha to register their farms under
SHAPHARI certification to improve the food safety of the farmed products.

7. Training programmes imparted to SC / ST aqua farmers on BMPs & diversification in
aquaculture

NaCSA conducted 3-day training programmes on Better Management Practices (BMPs) for the benefit
of SC /ST aqua farmers for promoting sustainable and diversified aquaculture in Andhra Pradesh,
Odisha, West Bengal, Gujarat and Assam. 31 trainings benefitting 630 SC farmers were conducted in
the states of Andhra Pradesh, Odisha, West Bengal and Gujarat. Similarly, 24 trainings benefitting 505
ST farmers were conducted in the states of Andhra Pradesh, Odisha, West Bengal, Assam and Guijarat.
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NaCSA distributed certificates to the SC aqua farmers who attended the 3-day training

8. Details of samples tested, and revenue generated by NaCSA Aqua one centres (AOCs) during
2023-24

MPEDA-NaCSA Aqua One Centres (AOCs) in Andhra Pradesh conducted 10,154 general water sample
tests covering 11 parameters, 7,214 individual water parameter analyses, 5,317 microbiological sample
assessments, and 1,726 soil examinations. Additionally, they conducted 242 physical observations of
shrimp samples, screened 438 samples for diseases, and registered 265 farmers. The total fee collection
by the AOCsis¥ 27.30 lakh.

9. Technical assistance to society farmers

NaCSA’s main objective is to propagate adoption of Better Management Practices (BMPs) by aqua
societies. NaCSA extended technical assistance to the farmers of the societies throughout the culture
period by monitoring water quality parameters, monitoring feed trays, weekly biomass sampling etc.
NaCSA also provided information on disease outbreaks and farm gate price of the shrimp. During
summer crop 4409 farmers and 36 societies have been assisted resulting in a production of 19,564.63
MT shrimp, whereas in winter crop 1754 farmers were assisted to produce 18,630.4 MT.

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10. Other activities & initiatives
10.1. Antimicrobial Resistance (AMR) campaigns:

Anti-Microbial Resistance (AMR) poses a significant threat, not only to human health but also to national
economies through export losses. To address this critical issue, NaCSA conducted 16 large scale
campaigns along the coastal states (Andhra Pradesh, Tamil Nadu, West Bengal and Odisha) to create
awareness on the importance of AMR among NaCSA society shrimp aqua farmers. The campaigns also
advised the farmers to implement Better Management Practices in their farms

Frist AMR programme at Thallarevu, Kakinada, Andhra Pradesh

NaCSA conducted 16 AMR campaigns, each featuring three technical sessions addressing various
aspects of antimicrobial resistance (AMR). Experts in the field delivered presentations on topics such as
“Antibiotic Microbial Resistance in Indian Aquaculture and its Impact on Exports,” “Better Management
Practices in Shrimp Farming,” and “Antibiotic Residues and Antimicrobial Resistance - an overview of
the twin issues in fisheries”. 1,572 farmers in the states of Andhra Pradesh, West Bengal, Odisha and
Tamil Nadu participated in these campaigns.

10.3 Participation in launching of “Report Fish Disease” mobile app:

Shri. Parshottam Rupala, Hon'ble Minister of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairying, Government of
India, launched an android app named “Report Fish Disease” on June 28, 2023 at Krishi Bhavan, New
Delhi. The app has been developed by ICAR - National Bureau of Fish Genetics Resources (NBFGR),
Lucknow for National Surveillance Programme on Aquatic Animal Diseases (NSPAAD) Phase-Il. 280
farmers of NaCSA societies representing different coastal states attended the launch ceremony held
through VC.

10.4 Training for NaCSA officials on aquatic animal diseases and their prevention

NaCSA participated in a five-day training program held at RGCA focussing on aquatic animal disease
and their prevention. Training of the first batch was conducted from July 18™ to July 22" 2023 and
training for the second batch was conducted from August 1% to August 5" 2023.

10.5 Hands on Training on Molecular techniques for shellfish disease diagnosis

Glimpses from the trammg programme for NaCSA officials

NaCSA participated in a 10-day hands-on training session on molecular techniques for diagnosing
shellfish diseases, organized by NBFGR in Lucknow. The training took place from July 25™ to August
39, 2023, and from August 8" to August 17", 2023. It covered postmortem examination of shrimp,
collection and preservation of tissue samples for DNA and RNA isolation, analytical techniques and
PCR-based pathogen detection. The training was attended by 23 members from AOC staff, two RCOs,
and two members from NSPAAD, Haryana.
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10. 6 Swachhata Hi Seva

As part of the “Swachhata Hi Seva” initiative, NaCSA staff dedicated one hour to ‘Shramadan’, cleaning
both the NaCSA premises and Kakinada beach. Similarly, NaCSA officials and AOC staff within the
respective jurisdiction also allocated one hour to ‘Shramadan’, tidying up the AOC premises and its
surroundings on October 1%, 2023.

10.7 Crop update

NaCSA Society farmers primarily cultivated summer and winter crops. In the summer crop, 357 societies
and 23 clusters stocked 943.57 million L. vannamei seeds in 8238 ponds across 3798.89 Ha. The total
shrimp harvest was 19,564.633 MT. For the winter crop, 205 societies stocked 2947 million L. vannamei
seeds in 2027.45 Ha, yielding a harvest of 18,681.397 MT of shrimp. Additionally, for P. monodon, 373
million seeds were stocked in one society and 13 clusters, producing 1248.99 MT. In the winter crop, 38
societies utilized 1094 ponds and harvested 1364.3 MT of shrimp. As part of species diversification, 14
Society farmers in Ganjam District of Odisha stocked 32,650 crablets in 22 ponds and harvested 11.15
MT.

1. ACCOUNTING CONVENTION

The Authority follows accrual basis of accounting in the preparation of Income and Expenditure
and Balance Sheet from the year 2007-08. The financial statements are prepared on the basis of
historical cost convention, unless otherwise stated and on the accrual method of accounting. All
departmental incomes received by the Authority are taken as IEBR.

2. INVENTORY VALUATION

Raw materials and stationery are valued at lower of cost and net realizable value. The costs are
measured on FIFO Basis. MPEDA is not engaged in any manufacturing activity hence do not have
closing stock of finished/semi finished goods.

3. INVESTMENTS

3.1 Investments classified as "long term investments" are carried at cost. Provision for decline,
other than temporary, is made in carrying cost of such investments.

3.2 Investments classified as "Current" are carried at lower cost and fair value. Provision for shortfall
on the value of such investments is made for each investment considered individually and noton a
global basis.

3.3 Cost includes acquisition expenses like brokerage, transfer stamps, etc.
4. FIXED ASSETS

4.1 Fixed Assets are stated at cost of acquisition inclusive of inward freight, duties, incidental &
direct expenses related to acquisition. In respect of projects involving construction, related pre-
operational expenses (including interest on loans for specific project prior to its completion),
form part of the value of the assets capitalized. All assets are capitalised exclusive of eligible GST
component.

4.2 Government grants received specifically for acquisition of Fixed Assets are capitalized and
corresponding amount has been kept in Capital Reserve A/c. Depreciation on such Fixed assets
will be charged as per applicable rates and equivalent amount is to be reduced from such Capital
Reserve.

5. DEPRECIATION

5.1 "Depreciation is provided on Written Down Value (WDV) method except depreciation on cost
adjustments arising on account of conversion of foreign currency liabilities for acquisition of fixed
assets, which is amortized over the residual life of the respective assets.

5.2 In respect of additions to/deductions from fixed assets during the year, depreciation is
considered on pro-rata basis.

5.3 Depreciation is provided on WDV basis upto 95% of the original cost of assets and thereafter
retained at book value without any further depreciation.

6. MISCELLANEOUS EXPENDITURE
Under this head provision for retirement and terminal benefits of retired employees are accounted.
7. REVENUE RECOGNITION

Fee received for certification,registration and subscription of magazine and stall rent received is
treated as revenue which are accounted exclusive of GST.

8. GOVERNMENT GRANTS/SUBSIDIES

8.1 Government grants of the nature of contribution towards capital cost of setting up projects are
treated as Capital Reserve.

8.2 Grants in respect of specific fixed assets acquired are shown as a deduction from the cost of
the related assets.

9. FOREIGN CURRENCY TRANSACTIONS

9.1 Transactions denominated in Foreign Currency are accounted at the exchange rate prevailing
at the date of the transaction.

9.2 Current Assets, Foreign Currency Loans and Current Liabilities are converted at the exchange
rate prevailing as at the year end and the resultant gain/ loss is adjusted to cost of fixed assets,
if the foreign currency liability relates to fixed assets, and in other cases is considered to
revenue.

10. LEASE
Lease rentals are expensed with reference to lease terms.
11. RETIREMENT BENEFITS

11.1Liability towards gratuity payable on death/retirement of employees is accrued based on
actuarial valuation.

11.2Provision for accumulated leave encashment benefit to the employees is accrued and
computed on the assumption that employees are entitled to receive the benefit as at each
year end.

1. CAPITAL FUND

Balance of the fund as on 01.04.2023 was Rs.57,55,95,157/-. The source of fund was the allocation received
from Central Government. Fund utilized during the year as grants for acquisition of Fixed Assets has not been
considered as Earmarked Funds for specific usage since it is not fund meant for any specific asset, but fund
of capital nature used for acquisition of assets from general fund of MPEDA. Such Grants utilized for acqui-
sition of Fixed Assets during th year 2023-24 an amount of Rs.2,95,47,534/- and Excess of Income over Ex-
penditure for the year is Rs. 62,70,221/-is added to Capital Fund and the Fund Capital as on 31.03.2024 is
Rs.61,14,12,912/-.

2. CAPITAL RESERVES

The Organization has received Rs 16.05 crores as Capital Grants from the Ministry towards Construction of
Lab Complex at SRD Bhimavaram. The amount received has been treated as capital reserve of Rs. 16.05 crores
during the year 2021-22. Interest accrued on the funds upto 31.03.2024, amounting to Rs.1,04,52,171/- is
also added to the fund.The closing balance as on 31.03.2024 is Rs.17,09,52,171/-. There is no further, General
reserve created/appropriated.

3. EARMARKED FUNDS
During the year the following Earmarked Funds are existing:
a) Critical Infrastructure fund

The fund was received in 1998-1999 from MOCI as Grants-in-Aid and the same was invested in shares of
the Joint Venture Company (MIDCON). The Share value as on 31.03.2024 is Rs.2,50,00,000/-.

b) Equity Participation Scheme

Balance in the fund account as on 31.03.2024 is Rs.11,24,58,993/- which includes Share value equity
amount as well as interest. (Share Value of Rs.5,47,00,700/- investment of Rs.5,77,58,293/-. The share
value has been taken at cost.

The provision for increase in fund value as per the arbitration awards and legal and administration ex-
penses is calculated as Rs.40,24,47,382/-. As per The difference in share value ( & Arbitration award value
and legal expenses of Rs.34,77,46,682/- (Rs.40,24,47,382 - Rs.5,47,00,700) was disclosed as provision
for doubtful debts (schedule 7) and also as doubtful debts (schedule 11) in Annual Accounts for the year
2023-24 as per the comments of the C&AG Audit in the previous years.

MPEDA launched the Equity Participation Scheme (EPS) as an export promotion scheme, during Febru-
ary 1985 to March 1998 by extending financial assistance to the promoters of 33 companies in the field
of Deep Sea Fishing, Seafood Processing and Aquaculture. As per the clause 6.2 of the Financial Collab-
oration Agreement (FCA), it is mandatory for promoters of the companies to repurchase the shares held
by MPEDA on expiry of 5 years from the date of commencement of commercial production / the date of
release of assistance by MPEDA. The contribution of MPEDA to the share capital of these assisted com-
panies was up to a maximum of 11% of the paid up share capital of each company and the total amount
invested by the MPEDA in the scheme was Rs. 627.24 Lakh.

Out of 33 companies assisted, the promoters of 22 companies failed to purchase back the shares in time
as agreed in Financial Collaboration Agreement (FCA). Hence, the onetime settlement and the write off
proposal were initiated based on the advice from the MoC&l. Accordingly MPEDA sent write off propos-
als to Ministry vide letter No. 3/07/2012/Al-HO dated 01.10.2012.

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MoCé&l vide letter 20.07.2015 informed that since the decision on one time settlement is not within the
purview of Department of Commerce, it has been referred to the Department of Expenditure. Further,
based on the instructions of Department of Commerce a detailed revised proposal for One Time Settle-
ment is submitted.MOC&! vide letter 23.08.2022 conveyed for submission before Hon'ble High Court,
Andhrapradesh that ' recommendations of the Bhalerao Committee, on one time settlement with the
defaulters under the EPS Scheme of MPEDA has been thoroughly examined in the Department of Com-
merce, Goverment of India and has not been accepted.

MPEDA initiated cases against 21 companies except M/s. Lakshadweep Shilpi Aqua Ltd, Kochi and the
execution cases are under process at various courts of Kerala, Hyderabad , Telengana, Chennai and
Mumbai.

During the FY 2022-23 out of the 22 companies, 2 companies M/s. Blue Gold Ltd Telangana & M/s. Kolu-
thara Exports Ltd Kerala have settled dues fully and the arbitration proceedings are underway in the case
of one company titled M/s Lakshadweep Shilpi Aqua Culture Ltd.

The stay order favouring M/s Oceanic Enterprises Ltd., Bhubaneswar was vacated by the District Court,
Ernakulam and the money decree was restored by Order dated 31/05/2001.

c¢) GPFFund

The fund represents the accumulated contribution by employees and interest thereon. The fund bal-
ance as on 01.04.2023 was Rs.10,64,97,493/. The total contribution by way of subscription and loan
repayment aggregated to Rs.1,82,54,601/-. Interest received/accrued for the year was Rs.55,09,915/-.
Total utilization for the year was Rs.3,10,96,954/-. The balance in the fund account as on 31.03.2024 is
Rs.9,91,65,055/-

d) Fund for Replacement of Fishing Vessels held in Captivity in Pakistan (MOA)

The fund received under Softloan Package received during the period FY 2009-10 to 2014-15 for an
amount of Rs.7,50,00,000/- same was fully utilised and the balance as on 31.03.2024 is Rs.9,63,720/-
which is interest received on above funds.

e) Fund for lISS Seafood Show and Aqua Aquaria India
1ISS Show

MPEDA is conducting a seafood show on Biennial basis since 1973 namely India International Seafood
Show (1ISS). The 1ISS is conducted by an organizing committee consisting of members from MPEDA and
SEAI. A Core Committee is constituted by organizing committee and all the decisions including the finan-
cial aspects is decided by Core Committee.The Accounts of the shows are managed by Core Committee
and is audited and certified by an independent Chartered Accountant. The fund balance of IISS show as
on 31.03.2024 Rs.10,73,52,107/- is disclosed separately in the financial statements.(Schedule 3)

The agreements executed with M/s Bloo Aqua Studio, Bangalore for installation of Aqua systems was
terminated by MPEDA due to delay from party for execution of works as per the agreement. To safeguard
the interest of the organization, legal actions were initiated and Arbitration order was in favour of MPEDA.
Subsequently, MPEDA filed an Execution Petition at Bangalore Commercial Court for execution of the award.

The petition filed by M/s Bloo Aqua Studio against Arbitration award in the Principal Sub-Court Ernakulam got
dismissed. MPEDA had filed an Execution petition at the Additional City Civil and Sessions Judge (Commercial
Court), Bengaluru for execution of the Arbitration award and to realize the award amount from M/s Bloo Aqua
Studio. The matter is sub judice.

A. Balance Sheet

A.1. Corpus/Capital Fund and Liabilities

A.1.1. Current Liabilities and provisions-Rs. 354.49 crore (Schedule 7)
Provisions - Rs. 303.81 crore

The above does not include liability for accrued expenses of Rs. 0.39 crore
pertaining to the year 2023-24. These expenses were accounted for during
the year 2024-25.

This resulted in an understatement of expenditure and liability provision by
Rs. 0.39 crore. Consequently, the surplus for the year was overstated to the
same extent.

The audit observation is well
noted for future guidance.

A.2. Assets

A.2.1. Fixed assets - Rs. 30.08 crore (Schedule 8)

Work in progress: Rs. 6.46 crore

The above includes Rs. 6.12 crore for the under-construction of office complex
in Bhimavaram. The work was being carried out by CPWD as deposit work. As
per the Utilization Certificate of CPWD of March 2024, an amount of Rs. 8.51

crore was expended against the deposit of Rs. 8.35crore. However, MPEDA
accounted only Rs. 6.12 crore in Capital Work in progress and Rs. 2.23 crore
being the balance amount of deposit as Advances.

This resulted in the understatement of Capital Work in progress by Rs. 2.39
crore and overstatement of advances by Rs. 2.23 crore and understatement of
Current Liabilities and Provisions by Rs. 0.16 crore.

Noting the audit observation,
necessary entries done during
the current financial year
2024-25 transferring the work
carried amount to Capital work
in progress from Advances
head.

Up to date expenditure
booked under Capital Work in
Progress is Rs 11.02 crore as
per the position reported by
CPWD in July 2024.

A.3. Current Assets, Loans, Advances, etc.

A.3.1. Current Assets, Loans, Advances, etc. - Rs. 102.02 crore (Schedule
11)

Advances others (Including MAC Project): Rs. 7.25 crore

The above include Rs. 0.20 crore being the payments made to Broadline
Computer Systems, Chennai during the year 2014-15 and 2015-16 for the
design, development and maintenance of web-based statistics package.
The development process was stopped in the middle due to inability to get
the Import Export code-wise data from Central Board of Excise and Customs
which was the backbone of the statistics package. The vendor (Broadline
Computer Systems) received payment for the service already provided during
the development of the application. As such, the amount is not expected to
be recouped from the vendor. Hence, the amount should have been written
off by charging as expenses in the Income and Expenditure Account. This
resulted in an overstatement of 'Advances others (Including MAC Project)’
and an understatement of Expenses by Rs.0.20 crore. Consequently, ‘Surplus
carried to Corpus’ was overstated by the same amount.

The web-based statistics
package developed by
Broadline Computer Systems,
Chennai, has completely
depended upon data sharing
by CBIC, which has stopped
abruptly. All attempts to get
Import Export code-based
export data from the Central
Board of Excise and Customs
did not materialize. Therefore,
the  web-based statistics
package under development/
implementation was  not
usable.

As per the audit observation,
the matter will be placed in
the appropriate authority for a
decision in this regard.
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B. Income and Expenditure Account

B.1. Expenditure

B.1.1. Other Administrative Expenses-Rs. 21.63 crore-(Schedule 21)
Provision for Bad and doubtful debts

A provision amounting to Rs. 3.26 crore was made in the accounts towards
dues including interest receivable from M/s. Sealab by crediting the ‘Current
Liabilities and Provisions’ under the head ‘Others (Provision for EPS & Sealab
Dues’) and debiting Current assets, Loans, Advances, etc. under the head
‘Sundry Debtors - Others Doubtful debts’. The provision amount was not
charged (debited) in the Income and Expenditure Account. Further, the Sundry
Debtor was already recognised in the Balance Sheet Schedule 11(Current
assets, Loans, Advances, etc.) under the head ‘Claims Receivable/ Accounts
Receivable’. Thus, the provision was not created correctly.

This resulted in understatement of ‘Other Administrative Expenses’ and
overstatement of ‘Surplus carried to Corpus’ in the Income and Expenditure
Account by 3.26 crore. Balance of Sundry Debtors - Others Doubtful debts’ was
also overstated by 3.26 crore.

Audit observation is well
noted. The provision amount
was not charged (debited) in
the Income and Expenditure
Account as the matter is under
legal proceedings.

D. Grants in Aid

D.1. Grants/Subsidies-Rs. 101.77 crore- (Schedule 13)

Grants from Other Institutions: Rs. 0.43 crore

The above represents grants received (Rs. 0.43 crore) from the Ministry of Food
Processing Industries for setting up of Food Testing Laboratory. As per the
Significant Accounting Policies on Government Grants/Subsidies, Government
grants of the nature of contribution towards capital cost of setting up projects
are treated as Capital Reserve. Since the grant was received for the creation
of fixed assets, the same should have been accounted under Capital reserve,
instead of Income.

This resulted in an overstatement of Income and understatement of Capital
reserve by Rs. 0.43 crore. Consequently, the Surplus carried to Corpus was
also overstated to that extent.

As per the audit observation,
necessary entries will be made
to accurately reflect the grant
under the capital reserve,
ensuring compliance with our
accounting policies for future
grant receipts.

D.2. Grants/Subsidies- Rs. 101.77 crore - (Schedule 13)

Opening balance of Grants-in-aid was Rs. 10.70 crore. Grants-in-aid of Rs. 102.30
crore was received during the year 2023-24 and Rs. 104.91 crore was utilized
during the year leaving an unspent balance of Rs. 8.09 crore on 31.03.2024.

Unspent balance as on
31.03.2024 of Rs. 8.09 crore
comprised of Rs 7.70 crore

as committed expenditure
towards the Bhimavaram
office cum lab complex

(Capital Grant) and Rs. 0.39
crore towards ongoing SC/ST
related activities.

During the FY 2024-25, the
balance amount of Rs 7.70
crore was already released to
CPWD for the Bhimavaram
Project work, and the SC/ST
fund was spent towards the
committed purposes.

Adequacy of Internal Control System:
Internal control system is adequate and commensurate
with the size and nature of the Authority.

Adequacy of Internal Audit System:

During the last three years from 2021-22to 2023-24, Internal
Audit was not done in QC Lab, Kochi, Desk Office, Port Blair
and nine ELISA labs. Further, during the last three years
Internal Audit was not done in any of the departments in
the head office except Personnel Section. Further, MPEDA
has not prepared its Accounts Manual.

Noted for future compliance. Audit plan is
formulated covering audit of all filed offices,
sections and labs in a time bound and phased
manner. Regular virtual audit covers all
transactions strengthening the internal audit/
control mechanisms.

System of Physical Verification of Fixed Assets:

Out of the 44 offices/ units of MPEDA (including MAC), 24
offices/ units had not furnished the Physical Verification
Report for the year 2023-24. It is observed that Physical
Verification of fixed assets was not carried out as per the
requirement of GFR 2017 in these offices/ units during
2023-24. The Physical Verification Reports submitted by
other four offices were mere signed copies of list of fixed
assets and did not contain certification to the effect that
assets are physically verified and found correct.

All unit offices submitted the physical
verification report for the year 2023-24.

System of Physical Verification of Inventory:

Out of the 44 offices, the details of physical verification of
stock of stationery/ consumables was submitted by SRD,
Port Blair, two Trade Promotion Offices in Tokyo and New
York, 14 ELISA labs and two ELISA lab sample collection
centers. The system of physical verification of consumables
was deficient to that extent.

Noted for future compliance.

Regularity in payment of Statutory Dues:
