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1. AUTHORITY

The Marine Products Export Development Authority (MPEDA) under the Ministry of Commerce and Industry
is a statutory body entrusted with the primary task of promotion of export of marine products. MPEDA was set
up by an act of Parliament during 1972. The erstwhile Marine Products Export Promotion Council (MPEPC)
established by the Government of India in September 1961 was converged into MPEDA on 24" August 1972.

The Authority consists of 30 members including a Chairman (Appointed by the Central Government), Director,
3 Members of Parliament of whom two shall be elected by the House of the People and one by the Council of
States, 5 members representing Central Ministries of Agriculture, Finance, Foreign Trade, Industry, Shipping
and Transport and 20 other members to represent the Maritime States and other relevant fields as specified in
MPEDA Rules, 1972.

1.1. Functions of the Authority
The MPEDA Act, 1972, assigned the following functions to the Authority.

1. It shall be the duty of the Authority to promote, by such measures as it thinks fit, the development under
the control of the Central Government of the marine products industry with special reference to exports.

2. Without prejudice to the generality of the provisions of sub-section (1), the measures referred to therein
may provide for:-

a) Developing and regulating off-shore and deep-sea fishing and undertaking measures for the
conservation and management of off-shore and deep-sea fisheries;

b) Registering fishing vessels, processing plants or storage premises for marine products and
conveyances used for the transport of marine products;

¢) Fixing of standards and specifications for marine products for purposes of export;

d) Rendering of financial or other assistance to owners of fishing vessels engaged in off-shore and
deep-sea fishing and owners of processing plants or storage premises for marine products and
conveyances used for the transport of marine products, and acting as an agency for such relief and
subsidy schemes as may be entrusted to the Authority;

e) Carrying out inspection of marine products in any fishing vessel, processing plant, storage premises,
conveyance or other places where such products are kept or handled, for the purpose of ensuring the
quality of such products;

f)  Regulating the export of marine products;
g) Improving the marketing of marine products outside India;
h) Registering of exporters of marine products on payment of such fees as may be prescribed;

i) Collecting statistics from persons engaged in the catching of fish or other marine products, owners
of processing plants or storage premises for marine products, or conveyances used for the transport
of marine products, exporters of such products and such other persons as may be prescribed on any
matter relating to the marine products industry and the publishing of statistics so collected, or portions
thereof or extracts there from;

j)  Training in various aspects of the marine products industry; and

k) Such other matters as may be prescribed.
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3. The Authority shall perform its functions under this section in accordance with and subject to such rules as
may be made by the Central Government.

The Authority was re-constituted on 26" August 2022 for a period of three years. The list of Authority Members
as on 31.03.2025 is annexed as Appendix I.

2. ADMINISTRATION AND ESTABLISHMENT

The Marine Products Export Development Authority functions under the overall supervision of the Chairman,
supported by a team of officials both at the Head Office and the Field Offices. Shri D.V. Swamy, IAS is the
Chairman of MPEDA since 17.08.2022. Shri K. S. Pradeep, IFS continued to serve as the Secretary and Dr. M.
Karthikeyan continued as Director during 2024-25.

2.1. Head Office

Head office of the Authority is located at Kochi and it has field offices across all maritime states. The Chairman
is responsible for the proper functioning of the Authority and the discharge of its function under the Act and
Rules.

2.2. Staff strength as on 31.03.2025

The sanctioned strength of MPEDA is 420 (including Chairman) and at present the effective strength as on
31.03.2025 is 159 excluding 10 officials on deputation with 53 Group A, 58 Group B and 48 Group C officials.
Women represent as 8 officials in Group A, 29 in Group B and 23 in Group C. List of officials are given in
Appendix II.

2.3. SC/ST/OBC/PwD welfare

The Authority has appointed Dr. S. Kandan, Joint Director (Training) as Liaison Officer for Scheduled Castes
(SCs)/ Scheduled Tribes (STs) and Person with Disabilities (PwD). Shri S. Asok Kumar, Deputy Director (Export
Promotion) as Liaison Office for matters relating to Other Backward Communities (OBCs). Details of SC/ST/
OBC/PwD officials are given in Table 2.1.

2.4. Establishments of the Authority

The Authority has establishments in all the maritime states to carry out various export promotion and aquaculture
development functions assigned to it. There are 8 Regional Divisions, 10 Sub-Regional Divisions, 3 Trade
Promotion Offices, 5 Quality Control laboratories and 2 Desk Offices to assist the marine product exporters,
processors and aqua culturists for ensuring timely advice to the stakeholders. A Multi species Aquaculture
Complex (MAC) at Kochi is being operated by Rajiv Gandhi Centre for Aquaculture. In addition, MPEDA also
operate 14 ELISA laboratories and 20 Aqua One Centres.
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2.5. Trade Promotion Offices

MPEDA has three Trade Promotion Offices, of which one is in New Delhi, mainly to liaise with various Ministries
of Government of India. The other two offices are in New York and Tokyo. These Trade Promotion offices liaise
with Importers, Government Agencies, Quarantine authorities, Trade Associations, etc. and keep a close watch
on various developments within the country as well as their neighboring countries that may have an impact on
the seafood trade from India.

2.6. Quality Control Laboratories & ELISA labs

MPEDA operates five full-fledged Quality Control Laboratories, at Kochi (Kerala), Nellore & Bhimavaram
(Andhra Pradesh), Bhubaneshwar (Odisha) and Porbandar (Gujarat). These laboratories are equipped with
sophisticated analytical instruments like LC-MSMS, GC-MSMS, ICP MS, HPLC, Automatic ELISA Analyser etc.
for testing chemical residues. All labs are accredited under ISO/IEC 17025 by the NABL (National Accreditation
Board for Testing and Calibration Laboratories) and recognized by EIC (Export Inspection Council) for testing
Pre Export Test (PET) samples of consignments to selected markets. Quality Control Lab at Kochi has a
Microbiology division for testing bacteria and viruses. In addition to the testing of samples under the monitoring
plan, these labs also provide testing services for commercial samples of fish and fishery products.

In addition, fourteen ELISA Screening Laboratories and two collection centers are operated by MPEDA in the
maritime states are performing the screening of aquaculture products for banned antibiotics like Nitrofuran
Metabolites and Chloramphenicol prior to harvest. These labs are issuing Pre-Harvest Test (PHT) certificates
for aquaculture products.
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2.7. Societies

MPEDA has set up three societies viz., Rajiv Gandhi Centre for Aquaculture (RGCA) for carrying out Technology
Development activities in the areas of export oriented aquaculture, Network for Fish Quality Management and
Sustainable Fishing (NETFISH) for extension activities at grass root level to empower fishermen community
on fishery related subjects particularly on fish quality management, conservation and sustainable fishing and
National Centre for Sustainable Aquaculture (NaCSA) to enable aquaculture farmers to adopt sustainable and
environment friendly farming practices to produce quality and safe aquatic products in the aquaculture.

2.8. Internal Audit Section

The C&AG team from the Office of the Principal Director of Commercial Audit conducted ‘Thematic Audit on
Operational Performance’ covering a five-year period of MPEDASs activities from 2019 to 2024. The Internal
Audit Section coordinated the audit process and submitted timely responses to the draft report. Additionally, the
section facilitated the Ministry Audit carried out by the Department of Commerce and the Ministry of Textiles in
November 2024.

During the year, the Internal Audit Section completed the first-level internal audit inspection of Unit Offices as
per the approved plan and submitted the report. The Section also conducted a half-yearly online audit of Unit
offices, provided virtual guidance on issues identified and ensured compliance. The Internal Audit Section
effectively expanded its scope of work and strengthened the internal control framework within the organization
during the FY.

2.9.Vigilance Section

The Vigilance Section oversees the implementation of compliance measures and ethical standards within
the organization. This includes monitoring adherence to rules and regulations, preventing corruption, fraud,
misconduct, and addressing other unethical practices.

2.10. Chief Vigilance Officer

The Chief Vigilance Officers (CVOs) serve as key representatives of the Chief Vigilance Commission. Shri K.S.
Pradeep, IFS, Secretary of MPEDA, served as the Chief Vigilance Officer until January 2025, assisting the
Head of the Department with all vigilance-related matters. Currently, Shri Anil Kumar P., Secretary holds the
charge of CVO.

2.11. Internal Complaints Committee (ICC)

MPEDA has an Internal Complaints Committee to deal with complaints of sexual harassment of women
employees in MPEDA as per the provisions of sub-section (1) of section 4, Chapter Il of the Sexual Harassment
of Women at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2013.There were no complaints from any
woman employee during the period under report.

2.12. Coordination Section

The Coordination section has liaised with DoC , TPO New Delhi, Sections/ field offices of MPEDA for timely
submission of reports / inputs and also organized following meetings, workshops and activities.

e. Chintan Shivir workshop : Chintan Shivir workshop with stakeholders for enhancing seafood exports was
organised at Bangaram Island, Lakshadweep, from 10-11th May 2024. Shri Sunil Barthwal IAS, Secretary,
DoC, addressed the gathering and representatives from various Government departments/organisations,
stakeholders, innovative farmers and exporters, shared their field experience. Flipbook on report on the
Chintan Shivir circulated to all participants and members of the committees. Followed by three steering
committees held under the Chairmanship of Additional Secretary, DoC in order to review the action taken
by the sub committees constituted during Chintan Shivir workshop.

f.  As part of measures to promote ease of doing business, MPEDA Act and Rules provisions were
decriminalized under the Jan Vishwas Bill and made entrepreneur-friendly by reducing the compliance
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burden. Notifications for Act and Rules introducing the provisions for Adjudication & Appeal were
published in the Official Gazette of India on 14.08.2024 vide notification S.O. 3470(E) and G.S.R.
501(E). It was laid on the table of the Lok Sabha on Tuesday, 17th December 2024, and the Rajya
Sabha on Friday, 20th December 2024.

A proposal has been submitted by MPEDA to the DoC for notifying an amendment to the MPEDA
rules regarding the registration of raw material suppliers and marine product trade promoters under the
category of "Dealer." This amendment is being proposed due to the various challenges associated with the
traceability requirements for marine products.

MPEDA successfully conducted a series of awareness classes for students from various fisheries and
management colleges across India. These sessions enhanced students knowledge of the marine products
sector, focusing on export trends & procedures, sustainability practices, traceability requirements, quality
standards, and the global seafood market. Additionally, the program promoted entrepreneurship and
innovation within the fisheries sector.

< Virtual Buyer seller Meet (VBSM): MPEDA was conducted VBSM with Japan, Hong Kong, Dominican
Republic and Balarus where conducted with participation of 50 exporters and 10 buyers.

< Reverse Buyer Seller Meet (RBSM): MPEDA organized an RBSM with 34 buyers from 13 countries
(viz., Italy, Spain, Thailand, the United Kingdom, Japan, South Korea, Dominican Republic, Peru,
Russia, Vietham, Australia and Indonesia) and 41 Indian exporters.

< Social media Promotion:- More than 300 posts were released through the social media handles.

% Value addition: During the year 2024-25, the total financial assistance extended to beneficiaries
under ‘Value Addition for Exports’ was ¥2,796.07 Lakh for 15 beneficiaries.

< MPEDA organized a total of 40 seafood value-addition training programs for seafood processing
workers under the 100 Days Action Plan in convergence with the PMMSY scheme of GOI.

< Tripartite Committee:- Due to efforts of MPEDA, a tripartite committee to monitor labour welfare was
formed by Andhra Pradesh and Maharashtra. Further Joint Task Force was formed by 6 states- Kerala,
Karnataka, Maharashtra, Gujarat, Odisha and Andra Pradesh.

< EU-approved establishments: 456 seafood processing establishments and 70 independent cold
stores in India are approved by the EU.

< Monitoring of Pesticide Residues at the National Level (MPRNL): 842 samples of inland fishes
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and crustaceans from the maritime states of India were analyzed and the results were communicated.

European Commission (EC) audit: An inspection team from the Directorate-General for Health and
Food Safety (DG- SANTE) of the European Commission (EC) audited the Indian seafood industry
from 11-22 November 2024 to evaluate the control system in place governing the production of fishery
products intended for exports to the European Union.

Shrimp Regulatory Partnership Agreement (RPA): As part of the RPA with USFDA, MPEDA
has compiled the information from various Government agencies as per the nine standards of the
Aquaculture Products Assessment Tool (APAT).

HACCP trainings: MPEDA organized 10 seafood HACCP trainings at various locations, and 256
technical personnel from the Indian seafood industry benefited from these training programmes.

NRCP: 3710 samples were analysed by the MPEDA labs under NRCP 2024 against the target of
3692.

PHT: 12,936 Pre-Harvest Certificates were issued by MPEDA ELISA labs.

National Surveillance Programme for Aquatic Animal Diseases (NSPAAD): MPEDA has
become a partner organization in the NSPAAD coordinated by ICAR- NBFGR with the fund support
of the Department of Fisheries, for three years from 2023-24. The MPEDA lab Kochi is one of the
implementing labs for the project and 5331 samples have been received against the target.

Based on MPEDASs proposal, the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Government of India, has issued
a notification prohibiting the import, manufacture, distribution, and sale of Chloramphenicol
and Nitrofuran for use in any food- producing animal-rearing systems in India.

Culture Fisheries: Export-oriented aquaculture production during the year 2024-25 was 12.98 lakhs
MT.

1,004 awareness campaigns on banned antibiotic use (11,164 farmers) and 85 campaigns promoting
species diversification and aquaculture certification (2,261 farmers) were conducted.

Farm enrollment : 1491 new farms have been enrolled during the report year, and 1880 farms were
approved for level 2 verification.

Shaphari certification: Till 2024-25, 15 hatcheries and 285 ha farm area are certified under
SHAPHARI which ensures high health shrimp production from the country.

NextGen Technologies: MPEDA organized the International Conclave on NextGen Technologies to
infuse modern technology into the seafood sector for better efficiency, productivity and sustainability
on 30th August 2024. 44 proposals were received, 11 innovators were identified based on their
application and invited for a presentation during the Conclave.

MPEDA-RGCA: supplied nearly 10.7 million seeds/produce benefitting 1,755 beneficiaries through
various projects, conducted 157 trainings with 3228 beneficiaries and 1,92,555 Brood stock supplied.

MPEDA-NETFISH : conducted 4797 programmes benefitted 56321 fishers, conducted exposure
visit for Dry fish processors from Umargam, Gujarat to CIFT, NIPHATT, MPEDA, Boat owners from
Puducherry to fishing harbours and seafood processing plants across Kerala, Karnataka, Goa
and Maharashtra, activities including capacity building programs, meetings, TED implementation
programs, project activities, clean-up events, ornamental fish health certification, value addition
training, harbour data collection etc.

MPEDA-NaCSA: organized 139 cluster-based societies across various coastal states in India. These
efforts supported 1,498 farmers, encompassing 3,124 ponds and covering a Water Spread Area
(WSA) of 1,334.7 hectares.

Chintan Shivir workshop with stakeholders for enhancing seafood exports was organized at
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Bangaram Island, Lakshadweep, from 10-11th May 2024.

4. EXPORT PERFORMANCE

India has exported 16,98,170 MT of seafood worth US$ 7.45 Billion. USA and China are the major importers of
Indian seafood. Frozen Shrimp continued to be the major exported item followed by Frozen fish.

This year the exports improved by 3.11% by value ¥, 0.97% by US$ value and unit value (US$/
kg) also improved by 5.93%.

The decadal export performance of marine products is given in Figure 4.1
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4.1. Major Iltem wise exports details

Frozen shrimp continued to be the major item of export in terms of quantity and value, accounting for a share
of 43.67% in quantity and 69.46% of the total US$ earnings. Frozen shrimp exports during the period increased
in terms of value by 8.30%, ¥ 40013.54 to ¥ 43334.25 Crore. Frozen shrimp exports increased by 3.56% and
6.06% in Quantity and US$ value terms respectively. Unit value of Frozen shrimp also increased from 6.82 to
6.98 (2.41%).

Frozen Fish is at the second largest position, accounting for a share of 20% in quantity and 8.35% both in US$
and X value earnings. The export of Frozen fish has decline by quantity and value. However, Unit value increase
was observed at 4.20% from 1.76 to 1.83.

Frozen squid having third position in exports, has shown exports of 90,370 MT with a share of 5.32% and
4.93% in quantity and value terms. Unit value realization has increased by 1.89% from 3.99 to 4.07.

Dried Items shown an export of 2,52,948 MT with a share of 14.90% and 4.57% in terms of volume and value.
Compared to last year the exports of dried items have declined both in terms of volume and value.

Frozen Cuttlefish has shown a growth of 9.11%, 6.29% and 3.99% in quantity value ¥ and US$ terms
respectively.

Chilled items show an export of 18,744 MT with a share of 1.10% and 1.06% in terms of volume and value.
Compared to last year the exports of chilled items have declined both in terms of volume and value.

Live items have shown a positive export trend of 17.64% and 15.21% in terms of value X and value US$.

Other items exports accounted for a share of 11.10% and 7.05% in terms of volume and value US$. Compare
to last year the export of Other items have declined both in terms of volume and value.

4.2. Major Destination - wise export
India exported marine products to 130 countries in 2024-25

USA retained the title as the major importer of Indian seafood with a share of 36.42% in terms of US$. The
USA imported 3,46,868 MT of seafood in the current financial year worth US$ 2714.94 million. Exports to the
USA have shown an increase of 8.76%, 6.5% and 5.37% in terms of X value, US$ value and quantity terms
respectively. Unit value in this market also increased by 1.08% from 7.74 to 7.83. Frozen Shrimp continued to be
the principal item exported to the USA with a share of 92.55% of US$ value.

China (including Hong Kong) continued to be the second largest market destination for Indian Seafood with
a share of 17.13% in US$ earnings. China imported 3,96,424 MT of Seafood with a volume share of 23.34%
worth US$ 1276.58 million. The export to China has shown a decline by quantity and value. However, unit value
has shown an increase of 1.86% from 3.16 to 3.22. Frozen Shrimp is the major item of exports to the China
market accounting for a share of 34.35% in quantity and 59.53% in US$ earnings.

European Union (EU*) is the third largest destination of Indian seafood with a share of 15.10% in US$. The
exports to EU have shown a positive trend of 11.73%, 11.44% and 9.01% in quantity, T value and US$ terms
respectively. However, the unit value in the market has declined by 2.43% from 5.36 to 5.23.

Frozen Shrimp continued to be the major item of exports to EU accounting for a share of 46.17% in quantity and
56.18% in US$ earnings out of the total exports to EU. Export of frozen shrimp to the EU increased by 10.72%
and 10.30% in quantity and value US$ respectively.

South East Asia is the fourth largest market destination of Indian Marine products accounting for a share of
13.08 % in US$ terms. The export to South East Asia has shown a positive trend of 3.35% and 1.14% in X value
and US$ terms respectively. Frozen Shrimp is a major item in this market with a share of 35.70% with growth
of 18.09% in US$ terms.

Japan is the fifth largest destination for Indian Seafood with a share of 5.52% in US$ earnings and 6.06% in
quantity terms. Exports to Japan have shown a growth of 5.29% in ¥ value terms, and 2.95% in US$ value
terms. Unit value has shown an increase of 7.99%. Frozen Shrimp continued to be the major item of exports to
Japan accounting for a share of 70.85% in US$ earnings and 37.81% in quantity. Exports of Frozen shrimp to
Japan increased by 12.75% in X terms, 10.56% in US$ terms and 8.39% in quantity terms.
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The Middle East imported seafood worth 278.31 million. US$ with a share of 3.88% and 3.73% in terms
of quantity and value. This market has shown an increase of 4.01% and 1.88% value in ¥ and US$ value
respectively. Unit value has shown an increase of 15.92%. Frozen Shrimp continued to be the major item of
exports to the Middle East, accounting for a share of 66.51% in US$ earnings.

Other countries showed a decline of 7.33%, 4.36% and 6.42% by quantity, value in ¥ and US$ respectively.
The export basket contributed to a share of 9.01% in terms of value US$. Frozen shrimp is the major item of
export with a share of 28.83% and 66.57% in terms of quantity and value US$.

Under ‘Other countries’ classification, the following 8 countries: Canada (29.54%), Russia (17.87%), Bangladesh
(5.39%), Tunisia (4.82%), Dominican Republic (4.81%), Australia (4.21%), South Africa (3.12%) and Cameroon
(2.87%) together contributed 72.65% of exports in US$ terms.

Moratorium on registration of new Fish Meal and Fish Oil units lifted w.e.f. 08.08.2024 as per the approval
in 147" Authority meeting and committees were constituted to assess the uniform norms for capacity fixation
and to suggest measures to ensure that fishery resources are sustainably used for Fish Meal and Fish Qil
production. Guideline for uniform norms for capacity fixation of fish meal and fish oil unit was prepared and
circulated among field offices for implementation. The endorsement of PAN in Online Registration Module
for all registered exporters and entities made mandatory. Guidelines for registration of depuration unit was
prepared and placed in 63 Technical Committee.

6. EXPORT PROMOTION
6.1. Marketing Services

MPEDA provides necessary inputs to various ministries for framing the trade policies, budget proposals,
addressing the market access issues related to various countries, SPS/TBT notifications, Anti-dumping duty
(ADD), Countervailing duty (CVD), Section 609 of US Public law 101-162, Marine Mammal Protection Act
(MMPA) and EU 1005/2009. Under the various trade agreements, the issues related to marine sector are
analysed and inputs furnished to the Department of Commerce for taking up the same at the appropriate level.

Problems confronted by exporters in marketing were taken up with the authorities concerned and the quality
complaints received from the buyers were attended to resolve the same amicably. For ease of doing business,
facilitating to issue certificates like, Catch Certificate, ICCAT, DS-2031, Duty free import certificate, Certificate
of Legal Origin, Non-radioactivity certificate and RCMC through online. This has made exporter to avail the
certificate in faster and clear the consignment without delay.

6.1.1. Antidumping duty on exports of Indian Shrimp to USA

Based on the representations of Southern Shrimp Producers Alliance (the association of local shrimp producers
in USA), the US DOC has been imposing anti-dumping duty on shrimp imports from India since 2004. The
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initial anti-dumping duty was 10.17%. This was reviewed subsequently through various administrative reviews.
As per the 18" administrative review, Antidumping Duty imposed for Indian shrimp is 2.49%.

6.1.2. Countervailing Duty by USA on Frozen Shrimp exports from India

On November 14, 2023, the U.S. Department of Commerce initiated countervailing duty investigations of
imports of frozen warm water shrimp from Ecuador, India, Indonesia, and Vietnam, pursuant to the Tariff Act
of 1930. These investigations were in response to petitions filed on October 25, 2023, by the American Shrimp
Processors Association (ASPA), Texas, seeking imposition of countervailing duties on imported shrimp. In its
Petition, ASPA alleges that frozen warm water shrimp from India, Ecuador, Indonesia, and Vietnam benefit
from countervailable subsidies and materially injured the United States domestic industry producing fresh
and frozen warm water shrimp and threaten to cause further material injury if remedial action is not taken.
Accordingly, upon publishing in the federal register, all consignments of frozen warm water shrimp landing in
USA have set countervailing duty (CVD) rates for shrimp imports from India at 5.77% .

6.1.5. Export Facilitation Certificates

a.

Catch Certification scheme: Implementation of European Union Regulation 1005/2008 demands
validation of catch certificate for export of sea caught varieties to European Union since 1%t January 2010.
MPEDA has been authorized by the Govt. of India for validation of catch certificate. Around 100 Harbour
Data Collector’s (HDCs) were deployed in fishing harbours/landing centres in all maritime states of India
for incorporating real time boat arrivals for ensuring the traceability of fishing vessels for issuing the catch
certificates.

During the year 2024-25, MPEDA has validated 9728 catch certificates for export to EU through its field
offices.

Non-EU catch certificate: MPEDA has been receiving enquiries from exporters to validate Catch
Certificates for the sea caught consignments to countries other than EU as demanded by their respective
buyers. This was considered and the Competent Authority has taken a decision to validate Catch
Certificates for the export of all sea caught marine products destined for countries other than European
Union w.e.f 05.03.2018.

During the year 2024-25, MPEDA has validated 931 catch certificates for export to Non-EU countries
through its field offices.

Japan Catch Documentation Scheme (JCDS): Japan has implemented Catch Certificate scheme from
01.12.2022 for Class Il Aquatic Animals and Plants under Article 11 of the Act on Ensuring the Proper
Domestic Distribution and Importation of Specified Aquatic Animals and Plants. The new catch certificate
legislation has been developed to prevent the import of IUU catches into Japan through which it is aiming
to contribute to global efforts to eliminate IUU fishing. The fish species such as Squid, Cuttle fish, Pacific
saury (Cololabis spp.), Mackerel (Scomber spp.) and Sardine (Sardinops spp.) are included in the catch
documentation scheme by Japan. MPEDA has been authorized by the Govt. of India for validation of catch
certificate and implemented to issue the certificate from 01.12.2022.

During the year 2024-25, MPEDA has validated 175 Japan catch certificates for export to Japan through
its field offices.

DS 2031 certificates: DS 2031 certificate is mandatory for the shrimp consignment to USA, which states
that the shrimp was harvested in a manner not harmful to sea turtles or harvested by aqua culture. MPEDA
started online validation of DS 2031 certificate and fully switched over to online to validate certificates
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with digital signature of officers with effect from 06.04.2020. A total of 20,531 DS 2031 certificates were
validated during the year 2024-25.

e. ICCAT certificates:- MPEDA has been authorized by the Govt. of India vide letter no. 5/1/2015-EP (MP)
dated 27th June 2016 to validate International Commission for the Conservation of Atlantic Tunas (ICCAT)
Swordfish Statistical Document for the export of Big Eye tuna and swordfish to certain EU markets for
conservation of tunas and tuna like species in the Atlantic Ocean and its adjacent seas. A total of 435
ICCAT Swordfish Statistical Documents were validated during the year 2024-25.

f. Non-Radio Activity Certificate: -MPEDA carries out radio activity testing on a range of products through
BARC Mumbai to control the risk of radio-active contamination in the environment or food chain. A total of
395 NRA Certificates were validated during the year 2024-25.

g. Certificate of Legal origin: - MPEDA has been validating Certificate of Legal Origin for Chile since
September 2018. National Fisheries and Aquaculture Service (SERNAPESCA), Chile has identified
MPEDA as an Authority to validate the Certificate of Legal Origin.

A total of 32 Certificate of Legal Origin were validated during the year 2024-25.

h. Registration Cum Membership Certificate (RCMC):-MPEDA is issuing Registration cum Membership
Certificate (RCMC) to the exporters those who are registered with MPEDA as member in order to avalil
various benefits under Foreign Trade Policy and customs duty exemption as per the DGFT guidelines.
MPEDA, through its field offices is also issuing temporary Registration cum Membership Certificate
(RCMC) to prospective exporters for import /procure various machinery items under the Export Promotion
Capital Goods (EPCG) scheme of DGFT, under which they can import items duty free. A total of 14 RCMC
were issued during the year 2024-25.

i. Duty Free Import Certificate: - As per the provisions of Foreign Trade Policy, exporters are eligible for
duty-free imports of eligible ingredients and chemicals for usage in processing of the seafood product, to
the tune of 1% of the export value of the previous year. A total of 112 Duty Free Import Certificates were
validated during the year 2024-25.

6.1.6. Other major activities
a. Listing of Units:

MPEDA took up the matter of non-listing of approved Indian seafood processing units by the regulatory
authorities of various importing countries like EU and Russia, due to the efforts of MPEDA, these countries
started the listing of units during the period is as follows:

< EU listed 26 new units in the TRACES system which made them eligible for exports of both wild caught
and farmed seafood products.

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Signing of India-EFTA EPA: India signed the comprehensive Trade and Economic Partnership Agreement
(TEPA) with Member States of the European Free Trade Association — Iceland, Liechtenstein, Norway,
and Switzerland on 10 March 2024. MPEDA has offered inputs on the tariff modalities pertaining to marine
products.

d. Relaxation in the requirement for Sanitary Import Permit

The Sanitary Import Permit (SIP) is a document issued under Section 3 (a) of the livestock importation act 1898
authorizing import of livestock and livestock products. It communicates the sanitary requirement to be fulfilled
by the exporting country before the entry of livestock product into India to prevent the entry of exotic diseases
that are not prevailing in India. The SIP envisages sanitary conditions to be certified by the official veterinarian
of the exporting country to mitigate the risk of ingress of exotic diseases.

Exporters face several challenges, including delays in SIP issuance (721 days), rigid application conditions
(no provision for amendments), and the mandatory submission of SPF certificates, which many exporting
countries do not issue. These constraints hinder timely procurement, especially for high-seas purchases, and
limit the use of imported raw materials for seafood value addition and re-exports.

MPEDA proposed exempting the SIP requirement for wild-caught marine fishery products imported solely for
reprocessing and re-export under an Advance License issued by DGFT. The imported species pose minimal
disease risk and are not intended for domestic consumption.

Based on MPEDA recommendation, DoF, Gol relaxed the SIP norms for the imports of wild caught cold
water fish by Gazette Notification dated 11/03/2025 to promote value addition from imported raw materials,
create employment opportunities for processing workers, effectively utilise the installed world-class processing
capacity in the Indian seafood processing establishments, and ultimately enhance seafood exports from the
country to achieve the export target.

6.1.7. Capture Fisheries

a. Marine Fish production in India has been continuously increasing from 0.58 million tons in 1950 to 3.45
million tons in 2024. The potential for marine fish production for India is estimated to be 5.31 million tons. The
fisheries sector including the capture fisheries contributes to 1.1 % of the GDP and 7.3 % of the agricultural
GDP (Annual report, DoF 2024-25). In 2024-25, India has exported seafood valued US$ 7.45 billion. Capture
fisheries contributed nearly 34.49% of the export value, while the rest came from aquaculture.

b. Initiatives for Lifting the US Ban on Wild-Caught Shrimp Exports: Implementation of Turtle Excluder
Devices (TEDs) in India

The US Department of State has not certified India as a nation eligible for exporting wild-caught shrimp to the
USA under Section 609 of US Public Law 101-162, published in the Federal Register in April 2018. This is due
to the non-implementation of the Turtle Excluder Device (TED) in Indian wild-caught fisheries. India filed an
appeal for certification of wild-caught shrimp in September 2018. The ban was imposed in August 2019. This
has resulted in significant economic losses, estimated at ¥ 4,500 crore annually, and a 42% drop in average
export prices of wild-caught shrimp.
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To address this issue, the Department of Commerce (DoC), through the Marine Products Export Development
Authority (MPEDA), took proactive measures. MPEDA, as the nodal agency for the development of the
seafood industry in India, collaborated with ICAR-CIFT and played a crucial role in improving the TED
design in conducting field trials and organising stakeholder workshops. Additionally, MPEDA collaborated
with US National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) experts to ensure compliance with US
regulations.

In the Non-Agriculture Working Group under the US Trade Policy Forum meeting held on 20 June 2024, the
Indian side proposed that the whole of India getting certified under section 609 of US Public Law may take
time due to the long coastline. India has requested that if the certification can be implemented state/region-
wise, it will also incentivize other states to get certified. The US side informed us that they will have another
round of consultation with NOAA and the US Department of State and get back on the matter.

MPEDA -NETFISH conducted 11 state level stakeholder’s workshops, 33 field trials and 265 awareness
programmes for TED implementation in all the coastal states & UTs.

MPEDA wrote to DoF to implement TED in all Coastal states & extend financial assistance under PMMSY.
Based on MPEDA ‘s proposal, scheme for financial assistance for TED has been included in the PMMSY under
Centrally sponsored scheme, where in central and state to share the cost of TED (60% and 40% respectively).

c. US Marine Mammal Protection Act (US MMPA)

The USA's National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS) has observed that the overall risk of marine mammal
by-catch in Indian fishery is ‘High’. As per the Final List of Foreign Fisheries (LOFF for India), three fisheries
are classified as Exempt Fisheries and 12 as Export Fisheries under US Marine Mammal Protection Act in
2017. In order to comply the regulation, MPEDA funded the project to CMFRI for conducting Marine mammal
stock assessment study in Indian waters. Based on the study, MPEDA submitted Comparability Finding
Application (CFA) for the listed Indian fisheries to US-NOAA in due consultation with CMFRI, FSI, CIFT and
MPEDA-NETFISH. Presently, FSI is taking the lead role along with other stake holders for continuing the
marine mammal stock assessment study in Indian waters. India is waiting of the final determination from US
NOAA for our listed export fisheries. Though the provisions of the Act were proposed to be implemented w.e.f.
01.01.2023, it is deferred twice and is proposed to be implemented from 01.01.2026. MPEDA requested
Joint Secretary, Department of Fisheries, Ministry of Fisheries, for the conduct of meeting of the Standing
Committee on MMPA for approving the data on Marine Mammal survey conducted by various agencies,
subsequent to which it can be furnished to US NOAA.

d. Promotion of marine products exports from Andaman & Nicobar Islands

< Assistant Director, Development section, MPEDA HO visited Sri. Vijaya Puram, Andaman & Nicobar Island
for a meeting with the Director of Fisheries during February 2025 to discuss about the establishment of
common chilled fish handling center and facilitating exports of marine products from Andaman & Nicobar
Islands.

e. Facilitating exports of fish caught by Indian entrepreneurs from the Commission for the
Conservation of Antarctic Marine Living Resources (CCAMLR) waters:

MPEDA prepared a Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) for the registration of processing/storage facilities,
exporter entities, catch certificates, and certificates of origin for fishing in Regional Fisheries Management
Organisation (RFMO) waters.
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f. Turtle Excluder Device (TED) on-board trail programme

The section participated in the Turtle Excluder Device (TED) onboard trial program organized by MPEDA-
NETFISH, in association with the State Fisheries Department and the Boat Owners Association, on 5th March
2025 at Cochin Fisheries Harbour, Thoppumpady. The trials were conducted onboard the shrimp trawlers SEA
MASTER (Reg. No. IND-KL-02-MM-4873) and EMMANUEL (Reg. No. IND-KL-02-MM-4042).)

Turtle Excluder Device (TED) on-board trial programme

g. Workshop on the Agreement on Port State Measures to Combat IUU Fishing by BoBP

MPEDA officials attended the workshop on the Agreement on Port State Measures to Combat IUU Fishing
hosted by the Department of Fisheries, Ministry of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairying (MoFAH&D),
Government of India, took place in Kochi from February 10 to 11, 2025.

6.2. Publicity and Market Promotion
6.2.1. International Fairs

The India
Pavilion in International fairs act as a platform for Indian exporters to showcase their products and interact
with overseas buyers. Exporters get an opportunity to acquaint themselves with the latest developments in
the sector viz. new machinery items, technology, products etc. Our exporters get to know the competitor's
products/ packing methods and gather market intelligence. The trade enquiries generated from these fairs act
as an information bank for the entire Seafood industry in India to expand their trade.

During 2024-25 MPEDA participated in the following international seafood fairs:
1. Seafood Expo Global 2024, Barcelona, Spain:

The Seafood Expo Global 2024 was held from 23-25 April 2024 at Fira Barcelona Gran Via, Barcelona,
Spain. Recognized as the world’s largest seafood fair, the event hosted around 35,000 attendees and 2,244
exhibitors from 87 countries, covering 51,248 sq. m of exhibition space and achieving record attendance with
a significant increase over 2023.

The expo highlighted global trends in health, sustainability, climate-friendly foods, and innovative, easy-to-
prepare seafood products.

7. CULTURE FISHERIES
7.1. Export production through aquaculture

In 2024-25, export-oriented aquaculture production rose to 12,98,679 MT, marking an increase of 79,665 MT
over the previous year. This growth was primarily driven by higher production of Litopenaeus vannamei, as
farmers increasingly shifted from other species to this variety.

7.1.1 Aquaculture production of Shrimp and Scampi:

India’s total aquaculture production of shrimp, comprising L.vannamei, P.monodon, and other shrimp,
as estimated based on reports received from the field, was 12,54,027 MT during 2024-25, registering an
increase of 7.8% over the production of 11,63,440 MT recorded during the previous year. The increase
was propelled mainly by the rise in the production of L. vannamei. The L.vannamei production during the
year was 11,86,266 MT, which is higher by 1,09,296 MT compared to the previous year’s production of
10,76,970 MT, thus registering an increase of 10.14%. L. vannamei production contributed around 94.59%
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of the total shrimp aquaculture production in the country. The total production of P. monodon registered
a decrease of 21.82% compared to the previous year. Scampi production this year recorded a 15.09 %
decrease over 2023-24, with a production figure of 21,031 MT. Other shrimp recorded a 0.42% increase in
production compared to 2023-24. The total production of shrimp and scampi (12,75,058 MT) also registered
an increase of about 7.30 % compared to the previous year.

The Pacific White shrimp (L. vannamei) continued to contribute the lion’s share of India’s cultured shrimp and
scampi production. Fig. 7.2 shows that the share of L. vannamei in total shrimp and scampi production during
2024-25 was 93%.

The contribution of the native species, Tiger shrimp (Penaeus monodon) was 67,039 MT in terms of quantity
and about 5.26% in terms of share in the total (shrimp and scampi) production. Scampi and other shrimps
(Penaeus indicus) accounted for 1.65 % and 0.06% respectively of the total shrimp and scampi production.

a. L.vannamei

The trend in the area utilization and production of L. vannamei shrimp in various maritime states of the country
is given in Table 7.2. During the year 2024-25, the area under culture was 1,34,353 Ha compared to the area
of 1,25,980 Ha during 2023-24. The average crop-wise productivity increased to 4.9 MT/Ha/crop from 4.3 MT/
Ha/crop in the previous year.

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b. P. monodon

The P. monodon shrimp production reported during the year was 67,039 MT. Gujarat contributed about 47.7%
(31,997 MT) of the total tiger shrimp production of the country, followed by West Bengal (34.5%), and Andhra
Pradesh (14.5%). Other coastal states contributed the remaining 4%. The state-wise details of the area utilized
for culture and production during the year 2024-25 are given in Table 7.4.

In comparison with the production of P. monodon in the year 2023—24, the production decreased considerably
by about 21.8% during the current year, mainly due to the prolonged culture period and farmers’ interest on L.
vannamei culture. Productivity has slightly decreased to 1.00 MT/Ha/Crop from the previous year’s productivity
of 1.18 MT/Ha/Crop.

The total scampi production during the year under report was 21,031 MT, compared to 24,769 MT during the
previous year (the state-wise details of the area utilized for culture and the production details of scampi from
various states were included in the state wise data).
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7.1.2. Contribution of Cultured Shrimps for Export

Figure 7.3 illustrates an overall increase in the contribution of aquaculture towards shrimp export volume, with a
marginal increase of 0.47% in its percentage share.

7.2. Aquaculture extension Activities:

MPEDA conducted 194 training programs for 5,279 farmers and 12 specialized sessions for 301 aquaculture
technicians to upgrade their skills. Fourteen farmers’ meets and seminars reached 1,231 beneficiaries,
fostering expert interaction. Additionally, 1,004 awareness campaigns on banned antibiotics reached 11,164
farmers, while 85 campaigns on species diversification and certification benefited 2,261 farmers enhancing
knowledge, addressing challenges, and supporting quality, residue-free seafood production for export. The
office wise details are in Annexure 1.

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7.3. Enrolment of Aquaculture farms and hatcheries

For traceability purpose MPEDA has a voluntary scheme for enrolment of aquaculture farms and hatcheries
which produce export-oriented species in India. Each farm is tagged with a unique system generated farm
enrolment number. The farms are enrolled after verification of documents and field verification of farms including
the process of recording geographical coordinates of the farm using a highly accurate handheld GPS (Global
Positioning System) device and further verification at the head office level and generation of KML (Keyhole
Markup Language) files, viewable in Google earth application. The enrolled farms are linked with Pre-Harvest
Test System as well as National Residue Control Plan (NRCP) to trace the presence of banned antibiotics/
substances. 1491 new farms have been enrolled during the 2024-25 and 1880 farms were approved for level
2 verification, 15 hatcheries with a total annual production capacity of 2,856 million were enrolled with MPEDA.
The total number of farms entered for enrolment with MPEDA is 82,198 with farming area (Water Spread Area)
of 217898 Ha and out of these 58,943 farms with 1,13,633 Ha have been approved after Level 2 verification.

MPEDA developed ‘Aqua Trace’, a web and mobile platform that upgrades farm enrolment using geospatial
technology. With Web GIS for officials and a mobile app for farmers, it enables geo-location of farms via
drone imagery, replacing manual surveys. The system strengthens traceability and promotes sustainable
aquaculture.

7.4. SHAPHARI certification:

As of 2024-25, 15 hatcheries and 285 hectares of farm area have been certified under SHAPHARI, which
ensures the production of high-health shrimp in the country. To boost global recognition, MPEDA introduced
the official SHAPHARI logo on 28th February 2025, enhancing brand visibility, consumer trust and export
competitiveness for Indian shrimp.

7.5. Transfer of Technology through Demonstration Programmes on Diversification of
Aquaculture

Diversification in aquaculture by popularizing new aquaculture technologies for culture production of exportable
variety of finfishes and shell fishes, viz., Tilapia (GIFT), Mud crab and Sea bass and scampi were carried out.
The technology developed by RGCA is adopted in various demonstration programmes conducted by the field
offices. The seeds for Seabass, Tilapia and Mudcrab were procured from RGCA & Multispecies Aquaculture
Complex (MAC), Vallarpadam, Kerala. In 2024-25, two demonstration programmes were undertaken on
diversified species such as Tilapia (GIFT) and Seabass and also harvested 1 seabass demonstration farm at
Kannur district, Kerala.
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7.6. Implementation of financial assistance schemes

As per the schemes approved by the Expenditure Finance Committee for the period 2021-26, advance
approvals have been issued to 7 units and a total of Rs. 43.7 Lakhs were released.

7.7. Welfare of SC/ST and Northeastern Region

During 2024—25, MPEDA and its societies, NaCSA and NETFISH, undertook several initiatives for the welfare
of SC/ST communities across maritime states, spending ¥ 4.04 crore and benefiting over 10,600 SC and ST
beneficiaries.

7.8. International Conclave on NextGen Technologies: To promote modern technology adoption in
the seafood sector, MPEDA organized the International Conclave on NextGen Technologies on 30th August
2024 at Grand Hyatt, Kochi. Of the 44 proposals received, 11 innovative technologies were shortlisted and
presented at the event. Key stakeholders across the seafood value chain researchers, academicians, farmers,
hatchery operators, exporters, bankers, and administrators were invited to enhance visibility and explore
potential applications. Additionally, online sessions were held to further disseminate these technologies
nationwide.

7.9. Aquaculture Technician Training: To address export rejections caused by the misuse of prohibited
inputs in shrimp farms and hatcheries, MPEDA launched a new scheme in 2024-25 to train aquaculture
farm and hatchery technicians. The initiative aimed to enhance awareness on food safety, traceability, trade
regulations, and emerging technologies. During the year, 12 training programmes were conducted nationwide,
benefiting 301 technicians, thereby contributing to improved compliance and higher-quality seafood export.

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8. PROCESSING INFRASTRUCTURE AND VALUE -ADDITION

Global exports of value-added seafood products amount to approximately USD 34.21 billion. Major exporters
include China (USD 9.1 billion), Thailand (USD 3.8 billion), Vietnam (USD 2.6 billion), Ecuador (USD 1.7
billion), Spain (USD 1.55 billion), and Indonesia (USD 1.38 billion). In contrast, India’s exports stand at only
USD 0.74 billion (Trade Map 2024). With the growing demand for value-added products, there is an urgent
need for Indian exporters to focus on this aspect to capitalize on global opportunities and increase India’s

share in the global export of value-added seafood products.

To help the seafood sector meet global standards and tap into growing demand for value-added products,
MPEDA has been assisting the seafood sector through the Technology Development for Specific Value-Added
Marine Products (TDSVMP). These financial assistance components aimed at improving the infrastructural
facilities for processing and value addition, automation, cold chain development, establishment of handling
centres for live, ornamental, chilled and dried fishes and to upgrade the skills of the workers on seafood value

addition.

The component on financial assistance as well as hands on training programs on seafood value addition has
facilitated the Indian stakeholders to actively venture into value addition business. The vision of this component
is to transform India into a hub for re-processing and value addition. MPEDA envisages achieving this vision
by equipping the industry with state-of-the-art technology in value addition and focusing on skill development

of the work force through training programs on value addition.
8.1. Progress of the implementation of financial assistance schemes during 2024-25

Financial assistance of ¥ 2,796.07 Lakh was released to 15 beneficiaries under TDSVMP during the FY 2024-

25 (Annexure 1). Brief details of the scheme and financial assistance are provided below.
8.1.1. Technology Development for Specific Value-Added Marine Products (TDSVMP)

TDSVMP intends to promote investment in value addition by supporting processing infrastructure, including
automation and packaging systems, as well as providing cold storage facilities. Further, it encourages
processing of Live, Ornamental, Chilled and Dried items by establishing specialized fish handling centres and
aims to support a broader spectrum of small and medium-scale companies, fostering inclusive growth in the
seafood processing industry and strengthening the manufacturing ecosystem in the country. The scheme has

the following components:

1. Support for Value Added Product Development (SVA)

2. Support for Process Automation (SPA)

3. Support for Cold Storage Development (SCS)

4. Support for creation of Live/Ornamental/Chilled Fish handling facilities (SLF/SOF/SCF)

5. Support for creation of Dried Fish handling facilities (SDF)

8.2. Training Programme on Seafood Value Addition (2024-25)

MPEDA organized a total of 40 seafood value-addition training programs for seafood processing workers.
Among which 20 trainings programmes were conducted during August-September 2024 under the 100 Days’
Action Plan in convergence with the PMMSY scheme of GOI, covering 1,000 seafood processing workers from
65 processing units and another 20 programs were conducted during January-February 2025, covering 1,000
seafood processing workers from 30 processing units. These programs aimed to enhance the skills of 2,000
seafood processing workers in the preparation and presentation of value-added seafood products, thereby
promoting the production of popular value-added products and to enhance the value-added products exports
from the country. The training took place across 26 locations in all maritime states and was conducted by
qualified trainers from MPEDA-NETFISH, along with seafood processing technicians trained by Viethamese
experts.

The training sessions included demonstrations followed by hands-on activities, where the workers learned to
develop various value-added products. After the demonstration section, a practical skill test was conducted
for the trainees to assess the skills acquired from the training. The trainees demonstrated their skills by
preparing value-added products like butterfly shrimp, skewers, Breaded Nobashi shrimp, Breaded fish
fillet, Breaded butterfly shrimp, Breaded fritter shrimp, Breaded squid rings, Marinated Shrimp and Dusted
squid rings etc which were trained during the training. Certificates of participation were distributed to the
participants at the end of the program. Feedback from the processing plant management and trainees were
also collected.

8.3. Labour issues in shrimp value chain:

The US Department of Labour has announced the inclusion of Indian shrimp in its list of goods produced with a
likelihood of child labour and/or forced child labour. In reply, India submitted a response to the US Department
of Labor (US DoL) on 16.12.2024, outlining measures to protect labour rights in the shrimp sector, based on
inputs from the Department of Labour, Gol. MPEDA also requested that US Dol to refrain from including
Indian shrimp in the Executive Order (E.O) 13126 List of Goods Produced by Child Labor or Forced Labour.
Due to efforts of MPEDA, a tripartite committee was formed by Andhra Pradesh and Maharashtra to monitor
labour welfare in seafood value chain. Further Joint Task Force was formed by 6 states- Kerala, Karnataka,
Maharashtra, Gujarat, Odisha and Andra Pradesh.
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9. QUALITY CONTROL

Initiatives to maintain and improve the quality of seafood exported from India is one among the various
mandates of MPEDA. The Quality Control Section of MPEDA works towards equipping the seafood industry to
produce and export safe and internationally acceptable fish and fishery products from the country.

9.1.Ban on Nitrofurans & Chloramphenicol

Based on MPEDA’s proposal, the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Government of India, has issued a
notification prohibiting the import, manufacture, distribution, and sale of Chloramphenicol and Nitrofuran for
use in any food- producing animal-rearing systems in India.

The Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (Department of Health and Family Welfare) published a Gazette
notification, S.0. 1158(E), dated 12.03.2025, in this regard. The contents of the notification are as follows:

In exercise of powers conferred by section 26A of the Drugs and Cosmetics Act, 1940, and after consultation
with the Drugs Technical Advisory Board, the Central Government hereby prohibits the import, manufacture,
sale and distribution of the following drugs, for use in any food-producing animal rearing system, with
immediate effect, namely —

(1) Chloramphenicol and its formulations; and
(2) Nitrofurans and its formulations.
9.2. Shrimp Regulatory Partnership Agreement (RPA)

As part of the Shrimp Regulatory Partnership Agreement (RPA) with USFDA, MPEDA has compiled
the information from various Government agencies as per the 9 standards of the Aquaculture Products
Assessment Tool (APAT) and the tool was submitted to USFDA on 2od February 2023. After evaluating
the information provided by India, the US had sought more clarification on each standard. Further, MPEDA
collected information from the respective agencies and forwarded the same to USFDA. Based on the
clarifications provided by India, USFDA has informed that they have completed the review of India’s APAT
submission and have concluded that the information provided is sufficient to move forward with the next
phase of RPA program ie. to conduct an in-country assessment. USFDA has confirmed that their team will
visit the Government offices related to aquaculture shrimps in India in May 2025 as the first leg of their in-
country visit.

9.3. DG-SANTE mission 2024

An inspection team from the Directorate-General for Health and Food Safety (DG- SANTE) of the European
Commission (EC) audited the Indian seafood industry from 11-22 November 2024 to evaluate the control
system in place governing the production of fishery products intended for exports to the European Union.
The team inspected seafood processing units, aquaculture farms, cold storage facilities, fishing harbours and
laboratories of the Indian regulatory agencies. MPEDA, along with Export Inspection Council, facilitated the
EC mission audit in India. The final report from the audit team is awaited.

9.4. EU-approved establishments

Periodic updation of the list of Indian seafood processing establishments approved for export to EU is carried
out by QC section. As on 31st March 2025, 456 seafood processing establishments and 70 independent cold
stores in India are approved & listed by the EU. The EU had stopped adding new units to the list of approved
units since 2018. As a result of sustained follow-up by the Indian side during bilateral meetings related to trade,
the EU started adding new processing units to the list of approved units for exporting fish & fishery products
from India. During the year, 27 units were listed by the EU.
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9.5. Seafood HACCP Training

MPEDA has been providing Seafood HACCP training programs to the Indian Seafood Industry since 1996.
The primary purpose of the HACCP training is to assist the implementation of HACCP in seafood processing
establishments. The course is based on the standardized curriculum developed by the US Seafood HACCP
Alliance with special reference to the US Seafood HACCP Regulations (21 CFR Part 123), CGMP (CFR Part
117) and Sanitation Control Procedures (SCPs). The HACCP course conducted by MPEDA officials who
have undergone the Train-The-Trainer course conducted by USFDA & JIFSAN covers the seven principles of
HACCP and empowers processors to develop HACCP plans specific to each seafood product they handle or
produce. MPEDA organized 10 seafood HACCP trainings at various locations, and 256 technical personnel
from the Indian seafood industry benefited from these training programmes. Apart from the training, an audit of
one processing unit in the respective state, preferably one with a history of rejections, was also conducted to
review its HACCP implementation by the faculty and corrective actions were suggested to the units.

9.6. MoU on food safety between Qatar and India

During the 1st meeting of the Joint Working Group on Trade and Commerce (JWG) between the State of
Qatar and the Republic of India, held on 10th July 2024, both parties agreed to enter into a Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) on Food Safety. The MoU on Food Safety will facilitate the export of agricultural and
marine products from India to the state of Qatar. MPEDA has provided comments on the draft MoU on Food
safety between India and Qatar. To facilitate the finalization of the MoU, an online meeting was held between
Qatar and India in which the Director, MPEDA, and the Joint Director (Quality Control), represented MPEDA
during the deliberations.

9.7. CODEX Meetings

Codex Committee on Food Import and Export Inspection and Certification Systems (CCFICS): Shri.D.V.Swamy
IAS, Chairman, and Dr. P. Jayagopal Deputy Director (AQUA) participated from MPEDA in the 27th session
of Codex Committee on Food Import and Export Inspection and Certification Systems (CCFICS) at Cairns,
Australia held in 16-20 September 2024 along with other Indian delegates.

Codex Alimentarius Commission (CAC47): Dr. Ram Mohan M.K., Joint Director (QC) participated in the 47th
session of the Codex Alimentarius Commission (CAC47) held in Geneva, Switzerland, from 25-30 November
2024.

9.8. Quality issues notified by importing countries

Fourteen (14) Rapid Alert notifications by the EU, 30 import refusals by the US FDA, and 4 violations of
Japanese standards were notified in 2024-25. With the active intervention made at various levels across the
value chain right from primary production to export, the number of rejections from the USA, EU and Japan taken
together has come down in 2024-25 to 48 from 66 in 2023-24. The field offices concerned have investigated
the respective cases and furnished root-cause analysis reports. Corrective actions were suggested to the
processors to prevent recurrences.

9.9. MPEDA Quality Control & ELISA labs

MPEDA implements the National Residue Control Plan (NRCP) on behalf of the Export Inspection Council
of India to monitor the residues of unauthorized substances and environmental contaminants in fish &
fishery products across the aquaculture value chain. NRCP samples are analized in the five Quality Control
Laboratories of MPEDA, while the samples are collected by the fied officers of MPEDA.
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In addition, MPEDA also operates 14 ELISA Screening laboratories and 1 sample collection centre in the
coastal states to support the farming community in screening their crops for residues of banned antibiotics
before export under the Pre-Harvest Test Certification programme.

The achievements/activities of the QC & ELISA labs of MPEDA are as follows:
9.9.1. National Residue Control Plan (NRCP)

The National Residue Control Plan (NRCP) is a statutory requirement to be implemented by countries
exporting to the EU. For aquaculture products, NRCP is a prerequisite under EU regulation 2017/625 for the
export of aquaculture products to the European Union. To ensure proper control on the quality of the marine
products (fish & fishery products) exported from India, the MPEDA is implementing NRCP for aquaculture
products. MoC&l vide notification SO No.1034(E) dated 09-09-2003 delegated MPEDA to carry out the residue
monitoring activity on behalf of the Competent Authority, the Export Inspection Council of India (EIC). The
conceptualizing, planning and implementation of NRCP is undertaken by the MPEDA. During the reporting
year, 3710 samples were analysed by these labs under NRCP 2024 against the target of 3692.

9.9.2. Pre-Harvest Testing

To ensure antibiotic residue-free aquaculture shrimp production for export, MPEDA operates 14 ELISA
screening labs in the country, and these labs test the farmed shrimp samples collected prior to harvest and
issue Pre-Harvest Test Certificates (PHTC) to the farmers based on the screening. During 2024-25, a total of
12,936 Pre-Harvest Test Certificates were issued by MPEDA ELISA labs. Monitoring visits and surveillance
audits are also carried out to verify the functioning of ELISA Labs and the accuracy of sampling and analysis.

9.9.3. Monitoring of Pesticide Residues at the National Level (MVPRNL)

The Quality Control lab at Kochi implements a project for the Monitoring of Pesticide Residues at the National
Level (MPRNL) funded by the Department of Agriculture, Cooperation & Farmers Welfare, Ministry of Agriculture
& Farmers Welfare. During the reporting year, 842 samples of inland fishes and crustaceans from the maritime
states of India were analyzed and the results were communicated.

9.9.4. Accreditation / Approval Status of MPEDA labs

Quality Control labs of MPEDA continued to maintain their accreditation and approval from NABL and EIC
without any break since their first accreditation & approval. MPEDA QC lab at Porbandar attained NABL
accreditation and EIC approval. MPEDA ELISA labs in Nellore and Ongole also attained NABL accreditation.

9.9.6. Internal Audits

Internal Audits are tools available as per ISO / IEC 17025: 2017 to check whether management requirements

and technical requirements are met by the laboratory in its function. The Internal Audit of MPEDA QC labs
& ELISA labs was conducted as per the audit calendar. The auditors are drawn from other QC laboratories
of MPEDA. All staff and offcials of QC labs are trained under ISO / IEC 17025: 2017 and are competent to
conduct internal audits.

9.9.7. Testing samples under Shaphari Certification:

A total of 44 samples has been tested under “Shaphari” certification scheme to certify the antibiotic-free shrimp
seed production by hatcheries.
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9.9.8. Project from National Surveillance Programme for Aquatic Animal Diseases (NSPAAD)

MPEDA has become a partner organization in the National Surveillance Programme for Aquatic Animal
Diseases (NSPAAD) coordinated by ICAR- NBFGR with the fund support of the Department of Fisheries, for
three years from 2023-24. The microbiology division of MPEDA QC lab at Kochi is one of the implementing
labs for the project. A total number of 5331 samples have been received during the year 2024-25.

10.1. Rajiv Gandhi Centre for Aquaculture (RGCA)

Rajiv Gandhi Centre for Aquaculture (RGCA) is promoting sustainable aquaculture through diversification
of commercially important and export-oriented aquaculture species. Apart from quality seed production
and technology standardization, RGCA is conducting several hands-on training programmes and providing
consultancy services to the aquaculture sector.

d. Collaboration with Enhancing Climate Resilience of India’s Coastal Communities (ECRICC)

ECRICC is a transformative initiative aimed at addressing the growing vulnerabilities of India’s coastal regions
to climate change. Spanning 949 villages across seven key landscapes in four districts of Odisha, the program
is focused on enhancing adaptive capacity, restoring vital ecosystems, and strengthening community resilience.
At its core, ECRICC promotes sustainable management of coastal ecosystem, community-led adaptation, and
innovative climate-resilient livelihood solutions. Through strong partnerships, capacity building, and inclusive
engagement, the initiative works to safeguard coastal livelihoods and ecosystems against the mounting threats
of climate change.

MPEDA-RGCA is collaborating with ECRICC Project, Odisha for the dissemination of Mangrove Mud crab
(Scylla serrata) culture. Subject experts from RGCA visited 4 districts in Odisha namely, Ganjam, Puri,
Balasore and Kendrapada and conducted feasibility study. As part of the collaboration, RGCA supplied a total
of 86,932 nos of crablets to farmers in Odisha.

In Maharashtra, hands on Mangrove Mud crab training programme was given to 20 officials at MPEDA-RGCA
hatchery & Demonstration farm facility.

Discussion with ECRICC, Odisha and Maharashtra are in progressing for signing MOU.
10.2. The Network For Fish Quality Management & Sustainable Fishing (NETFISH)

NETFISH focuses on grass - root level extension activities to empower fishing communities on fishery-related
topics, specifically fish quality management, conservation, and sustainable fishing practices. Following 4801
programmes benefiting 54572 beneficiaries (Table 10.3) were conducted by MPEDA-NETFISH during the
year 2024-25.

Dry fish processors from Umargam, Gujarat visited CIFT, NIPHATT, MPEDA, NETFISH, Kraft work solar
plant and various dry fish units and dry fish models developed by CIFT empanelled agencies at Kochi,
Kollam & Alappuzha, to learn about advanced techniques in hygienic fish drying, packaging, and market
access.

30 Boat owners from Puducherry visited fishing harbours and seafood processing plants across Kerala,
Karnataka, Goa and Maharashtra and arranged meetings with local fishers, stakeholders and buyers in
Kerala, Karnataka, Goa and Maharashtra to learn about fishing methods, fish handling practices, govt.
subsidy schemes and the possibility of selling their catch directly to the buyers.

Paradeep Port Authority sponsored programs: NETFISH had organized 72 nos. of capacity building
programs on fish quality, responsible fishing and sustainable management for fisher folks in the coastal
states of Odisha, utilizing the CSR fund received from Paradeep Port Authority. Last year we received
10 lakh from PPA whereas this year they have sanctioned ¥ 28 lakh from their CSR fund. A total of 2495
fishers were benefitted by these programs.

Collaboration with CIFNET: The MOU with CIFNET was renewed for additional 2 years for conducting
collaborative programmes. 10 skill development programs were held in West Bengal, Karnataka, Goa,
Maharashtra, Gujarat and Kerala benefiting 653 fishers. The programs included a ‘skill development
training program on life saving and electronic equipment’ and ‘awareness program on sea safety,
navigation, boat engine repairing and electronics’.

MFHMS sponsored programs: NETFISH received I 2 lakh from Munambam Fishing Harbour
Management Society for conducting capacity building programs at Munambam FH and to promote dress
code to workers in the harbour. In this regard, NETFISH had conducted 5 awareness programs for the
fishers and 109 workers in the harbour have adopted the dress code (Track pants and T-shirt).
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11.

Value Added Seafood Training program: One day Training Programme on preparation of Value-Added
products conducted for 40 new food entrepreneurs at Sirsi, Uttara Kannada district. The program was
arranged in association with Arunodhay Trust, Karnataka by collecting an institution charge of I 5000/- to
NETFISH.

Marine Mammal Project: As part of the project entitied ‘Marine Mammal Stock Assessment in India’
sanctioned by DoF under the PMMSY scheme, NETFISH conducted 8853 fishery surveys to understand
on the by-catch of marine mammals/turtles. Under the Marine Observer program, obtained data comprised
of 30 sightings and 47 fishery interactions involving whales, dolphins and sea turtles.

Stakeholders’ awareness meetings: Conducted 63 stakeholders awareness meetings on Hygienic
fish handling and conservation, post-harvest loss, eradication of single use plastic, Protection of marine
mammals & turtles, SC/ST financial assistance schemes & training programmes, etc.

Harbour Data Collection: Carried out real-time data collection from 82 selected fishing harbour/landing
centres. Data on species-wise fish rate from 35 landing sites was provided to NFDB on weekly basis.

Awareness through HDCs: The fishers and fish handling workers at harbours were given regular
awareness through Harbour Data Collectors at the respective harbours, by conducting 3091 nos. of
programs. Awareness messages on protection of marine mammals and sea turtles, eradication of single
use plastic, hygienic handling of fish, personal hygiene & fisheries related news etc. were disseminated
among stakeholders through WhatsApp groups formed at harbours.

The plastic collection program named DROP (Drive to Recover Ocean Plastic) implemented at
Munambam Fishing Harbour by the initiation of MPEDA-NETFISH, through the NGO Plan@Earth and
in association with Munambam Fishing Harbour Management Society (MFHMS) and stakeholder’s
associations is running successfully. Since the inauguration of the project in 2023 about 30916 kg of
plastic wastes, including 17761 kg recovered from the sea with the active participation of 602 fishing
vessels and 13155 kg from harbour premises, were collected and taken for shredding and recycling.

NETFISH SCOs functioned as trained trainers in 36 nos. of Seafood Value Addition Training programs
organized by MPEDA RD/SRDs.

Ornamental Fish Health Certification: 72 consignments of ornamental fishes meant for export were
inspected and certified by the NETFISH State Coordinators during the period.

Promotion of improved fish handling and preservation methods has led to increased use of insulated
boxes, pre-cooling, proper icing and hygienic tools resulting in reduced post-harvest losses, improved
quality and better income for fishers.

Enhanced sanitation in processing units and adoption of hygienic drying methods has improved product
quality.

Conservation efforts have led to greater acceptance of TEDs, release of juvenile fish, adoption of
responsible fishing practices, voluntary fishing bans and amendments in policy to support sustainable
fishing.

Promotion of cleanliness and waste management has encouraged regular harbour cleaning, proper waste
disposal and the collection and safe disposal of plastic waste generated during fishing trips.

10.3. The National Centre for Sustainable Aquaculture (NaCSA)

The National Centre for Sustainable Aquaculture (NaCSA) is a society under MPEDA, which works closely
among the small and marginal aqua farmers of the country. NaCSA aims to enable aquaculture farmers to
adopt sustainable and environment friendly practices, producing high-quality and safe aquatic products.

The main objectives of NaCSA are to:

< Organize small and marginal farmers into clusters.

< Promote scientific management to improve aquaculture sustainability through participatory approach.
< Empower and build capacity of small-scale aquaculture farmers.

< Facilitate improved service provision to small scale aquaculture farmers.

< Connect farmers to markets to receive better prices for good quality products.

< Facilitate interaction among stakeholders by promoting better management practices to improve
aquaculture productivity and profits.

10.3.1. Cluster-Based Societies

MPEDA-NaCSA organized 139 cluster-based societies across various coastal states in India. These efforts
supported 1,498 farmers, encompassing 3,124 ponds and covering a Water Spread Area (WSA) of 1,334.7
hectares.

10.3.2. Organizing cooperative societies and registration of cooperative societies

NaCSA supported 4 State Cooperative Societies in Andhra Pradesh, benefiting 50 farmers across 97 ponds
with a Water Spread Area of 37.16 hectares. During the same period, 3 societies were registered in Tamil
Nadu and Kerala, supporting 85 farmers managing 242 ponds over 189.61 hectares.

10.3.3. Assistance offered to the societies for getting CAA Registration

NaCSA assisted society farmers in obtaining CAA registration, facilitating renewals for 368 farmers and
supporting 29 new applications across Andhra Pradesh, West Bengal, Tamil Nadu, Odisha, and Gujarat.
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10.3.4. Assistance to the clusters for MPEDA farm enrolment

NaCSA assisted 433 farmers across the coastal states in obtaining MPEDA farm enrolment, facilitating their
integration into regulated and sustainable aquaculture practices.

10.3.5. General, Antibiotic & BMP awareness

NaCSA organized 1,848 meetings at village and Mandal/Block/Taluk levels to promote Better Management
Practices (BMPs), support crop planning, and raise awareness about banned antibiotic misuse in shrimp
farming. These sessions engaged 19,170 farmers from coastal states, highlighting strong commitment to
sustainable aquaculture.

10.3.6. Promotion of SHAPHARI Certification among NaCSA clusters

NaCSA assisted 94 farmers, covering a Water Spread Area (WSA) of 100.09 hectares, in registering their farms
under the SHAPHARI certification program, aimed at enhancing the food safety of farmed shrimp products.

10.3.7. Training programmes imparted to SC/ST aquafarmers on BMPs & diversification in
aquaculture

NaCSA organized a series of 5-day training programmes on Better Management Practices (BMPs) aimed
at promoting sustainable and diversified aquaculture among SC/ST aqua farmers. A total of 41 training
sessions were conducted across Andhra Pradesh, Odisha, and West Bengal, benefiting 820 Scheduled
Caste (SC) farmers. Additionally, 25 training sessions were held for Scheduled Tribe (ST) farmers, reaching
504 participants across Andhra Pradesh, Odisha, West Bengal, Meghalaya, Arunachal Pradesh, Nagaland,
Manipur, and Assam. In the North Eastern region, the training programmes were conducted in collaboration
with NERCORMP, Shillong, covering the states of Meghalaya, Arunachal Pradesh, Nagaland, Manipur, and
Assam.

10.3.8. NaCSA Aqua One Centers (AOCs)

NaCSA Aqua One Centres (AOCs) in Andhra Pradesh, Odisha, West Bengal, and Karnataka provided
extensive diagnostic and analytical services to support shrimp farmers. The centres conducted 6,981 general
water sample tests covering 11 parameters, 6,545 individual water parameter analyses, 4,381 microbiological
assessments, and 271 soil tests. In addition, 20 physical observations of shrimp samples were carried out, 488
samples were screened for diseases, and 109 farmers were registered.

10.3.9. Technical assistance to society farmers

NaCSA promotes the adoption of Better Management Practices (BMPs) by providing continuous technical
support to aquaculture society farmers, including water quality monitoring, feed management, and disease
alerts. During the summer season, 3,087 farmers from 232 societies produced 14,315 MT of shrimp, while in
the winter season, 3,306 farmers from 250 societies achieved 18,982.8 MT of shrimp.

10.3.10. NaCSA societies SC/ST Farmers procured seed from SHAPHARI Certified hatcheries

To promote the adoption of SHAPHARI certification, which advocates for antibiotic-free shrimp production,
the Marine Products Export Development Authority (MPEDA) has introduced a subsidy scheme. This initiative
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offers a 50% subsidy on the purchase of shrimp seed (L. vannamei and P. monodon) from SHAPHARI-certified
hatcheries by SC/ST societies affiliated with NaCSA. As part of this initiative, 15 farmers from Scheduled Caste
(SC) NaCSA societies procured shrimp seed from MPEDA-certified SHAPHARI hatcheries. These farmers
collectively received a subsidy amounting to I 2,42,985, supporting their transition toward responsible and
sustainable aquaculture practices.

ST Training programme on BMPs and Diversification in Aquaculture

10.3.11. Community Investment Fund (CIF): The Community Investment Fund (CIF) scheme initiated
by MPEDA-NaCSA aims to promote sustainable aquaculture development among SC/ST cluster farmers.
Under this initiative, five societies/clusters have been identified and provided with a revolving fund of 310
lakhs, with each society receiving X 2 lakhs, to support and encourage the adoption of sustainable aquaculture
practices within these communities.

10.3.12. Other activities & initiatives
Antimicrobial Resistance (AMR) campaigns:

NaCSA conducted 19 awareness campaigns on Antimicrobial Resistance (AMR) across coastal belt i.e,
Andhra Pradesh, Tamil Nadu, West Bengal, Gujarat, and Odisha, engaging 1,977 shrimp farmers. The
campaigns featured expert-led sessions on AMR’s impact on exports, Better Management Practices (BMPs),
and antibiotic residue risks, encouraging farmers to adopt BMPs and reduce antibiotic use for sustainable
aquaculture and public health protection.

Hands-on lab training for fisheries students:

18 fisheries students from Sri M.V.K.R Fisheries Polytechnic College received hands-on lab training at the
MPEDA-NaCSA AOCs in Machilipatnam on February 14, 2025.The session focused on the AOC’s importance
and services for aqua farmers.

Crop update

NaCSA Society farmers actively cultivated both summer and winter crops, primarily focusing on L. vannamei
and P. monodon shrimp, with some diversification into crab farming. During the summer crop, 232 societies
stocked with 666.78 million L. vannamei seeds in 5691 ponds across 2683.98 Ha. The total shrimp harvest
was14,315.58 MT. For the winter crop, 250 societies stocked 1099.43 million L. vannamei seeds in 3596.89
Ha, yielding a harvest of 18982.82 MT of shrimp.

Additionally, for P. monodon, in summer crop 16.55 million seeds were stocked in 21 societies, producing
582.199 MT. In the winter crop, 32 societies utilized 1365 ponds and harvested 3758.18 MT of shrimp. As part
of species diversification, 14 Society farmers in Ganjam District of Odisha stocked 32650 crablets in 22 ponds
and harvested 9.85 MT.

ACCOUNTING CONVENTION

The Authority follows accrual basis of accounting in the preparation of Income and Expenditure and
Balance Sheet from the year 2007-08. The financial statements are prepared on the basis of historical cost
convention, unless otherwise stated and on the accrual method of accounting. All departmental incomes
received by the Authority are taken as IEBR.

INVENTORY VALUATION

Raw materials and stationery are valued at lower of cost and net realizable value. The costs are measured
on FIFO Basis. MPEDA is not engaged in any manufacturing activity hence do not have closing stock of
finished/semi finished goods.

INVESTMENTS

3.1 Investments classified as "long term investments" are carried at cost. Provision for decline, other than
temporary, is made in carrying cost of such investments.

3.2 Investments classified as "Current" are carried at lower cost and fair value. Provision for shortfall on
the value of such investments is made for each investment considered individually and not on a global
basis.

3.3 Cost includes acquisition expenses like brokerage, transfer stamps, etc.
FIXED ASSETS

4.1 Fixed Assets are stated at cost of acquisition inclusive of inward freight, duties, incidental & direct
expenses related to acquisition. In respect of projects involving construction, related pre-operational
expenses (including interest on loans for specific project prior to its completion), form part of the value
of the assets capitalized. All assets are capitalised exclusive of eligible GST component.

4.2 Government grants received specifically for acquisition of Fixed Assets are capitalized and
corresponding amount has been kept in Capital Reserve A/c. Depreciation on such Fixed assets
will be charged as per applicable rates and equivalent amount is to be reduced from such Capital
Reserve.

DEPRECIATION

5.1 Depreciationis provided on Written Down Value (WDV) method except depreciation on cost adjustments
arising on account of conversion of foreign currency liabilities for acquisition of fixed assets, which is
amortized over the residual life of the respective assets.

5.2 In respect of additions to/deductions from fixed assets during the year, depreciation is considered on
pro-rata basis.

5.3 Depreciation is provided on WDV basis upto 95% of the original cost of assets and thereafter retained
at book value without any further depreciation.

MISCELLANEOUS EXPENDITURE
Under this head provision for retirement and terminal benefits of retired employees are accounted.

Fees received for certification, registration, magazine subscriptions, stall rentals and all other income are
recognized as revenue and accounted on a receipt basis, exclusive of GST. These transactions are recorded
upon receipt of payment, ensuring compliance with financial reporting standards and transparency in
financial management.

9.1 Transactions denominated in Foreign Currency are accounted at the exchange rate prevailing at the
date of the transaction.

9.2 Current Assets, Foreign Currency Loans and Current Liabilities are converted at the exchange rate
prevailing as at the year end and the resultant gain/ loss is adjusted to cost of fixed assets, if the
foreign currency liability relates to fixed assets, and in other cases is considered to revenue.

Lease rentals are expensed with reference to lease terms.
RETIREMENT BENEFITS

11.1 Liability towards gratuity payable on death/retirement of employees is accrued based on actuarial
valuation.

11.2 Provision for accumulated leave encashment benefit to the employees is accrued and computed on
the assumption that employees are entitled to receive the benefit as at each year end.

CAPITAL FUND

Balance of the fund as on 01.04.2024 was Rs. 61,14,12,912/-. The source of fund was the allocation
received from Central Government. Fund utilized during the year as grants for acquisition of Fixed Assets
has not been considered as Earmarked Funds for specific usage since it is not fund meant for any specific
asset, but fund of capital nature used for acquisition of assets from general fund of MPEDA. Such Grants
utilized for acquisition of Fixed Assets during th year 2024-25 an amount of Rs.1,50,36,172/- and Excess
of Income over Expenditure for the year is Rs. 51,99,276/-is added to Capital Fund and the Fund Capital
as on 31.03.2025 is Rs. 63,16,48,360/-.

CAPITAL RESERVES

The Organization has received Rs 16.05 crores as Capital Grants from the Ministry towards Construction
of Lab Complex at SRD Bhimavaram. The amount received has been treated as capital reserve of Rs.
16.05 crores during the year 2021-22. Interest accrued on the funds upto 31.03.2025, amounting to
Rs.1,18,93,288/- is also added to the fund. The closing balance as on 31.03.2025 is Rs.17,23,93,288 /-.
There is no further, General reserve created/appropriated.

EARMARKED FUNDS
During the year the following Earmarked Funds are existing:
a) Critical Infrastructure fund

"The fund was received in 1998-1999 from MOCI as Grants-in-Aid and the same was invested in
shares of the Joint Venture Company (MIDCON) for Rs.2,50,00,000/-"

b) Equity Participation Scheme

Balance in the fund account as on 31.03.2025 is Rs. 12,61,32,932/- which includes Share value equity
amount as well as interest. (Share Value of Rs.5,47,00,700/- investment of Rs. 7,14,32,232/- The
share value has been taken at cost.

"The provision for increase in fund value as per the arbitration awards and legal and administration
expenses is calculated as Rs.41,79,39,588/-. As per the difference in share value & Arbitration award
value and legal expenses of Rs. 36,32,38,888/- (Rs. 41,79,39,588 - Rs.5,47,00,700) was disclosed as
provision for doubtful debts (schedule 7) and also as doubtful debts (schedule 11) in Annual Accounts
for the year 2023-24 as per the comments of the C&AG Audit in the previous years.

MPEDA launched the Equity Participation Scheme (EPS) as an export promotion scheme, during
February 1985 to March 1998 by extending financial assistance to the promoters of 33 companies
in the field of Deep Sea Fishing, Seafood Processing and Aquaculture. As per the clause 6.2 of
the Financial Collaboration Agreement (FCA), it is mandatory for promoters of the companies to
repurchase the shares held by MPEDA on expiry of 5 years from the date of commencement of
commercial production / the date of release of assistance by MPEDA. The contribution of MPEDA
to the share capital of these assisted companies was up to a maximum of 11% of the paid up share
capital of each company and the total amount invested by the MPEDA in the scheme was Rs. 627.24
Lakh.

Out of 33 companies assisted, the promoters of 22 companies failed to purchase back the shares in
time as agreed in Financial Collaboration Agreement (FCA). Hence, the onetime settlement and the
write off proposal were initiated based on the advice from the MoC&I. Accordingly MPEDA sent write
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d)

e)

off proposals to Ministry vide letter No. 3/07/2012/Al-HO dated 01.10.2012. MPEDA initiated cases
against 21 companies except M/s. Lakshadweep Shilpi Aqua Ltd, Kochi and the execution cases are
under process at various courts of Kerala, Hyderabad , Telengana, Chennai and Mumbai.

MoCa&lI vide letter 20.07.2015 informed that since the decision on one time settlement is not within the
purview of Department of Commerce, it has been referred to the Department of Expenditure. Further,
based on the instructions of Department of Commerce a detailed revised proposal for One Time
Settlement is submitted.MOC&I vide letter 23.08.2022 conveyed for submission before Hon'ble High
Court, Andhra Pradesh that ' recommendations of the Bhalerao Committee, on one time settlement with
the defaulters under the EPS Scheme of MPEDA has been thoroughly examined in the Department of
Commerce, Goverment of India and has not been accepted.

Out of the 22 companies, 2 companies M/s. Blue Gold Ltd Telangana & M/s. Koluthara Exports
Ltd Kerala have settled dues fully and the arbitration proceedings are underway in the case of one
company titled M/s Lakshadweep Shilpi Aqua Culture Ltd. During FY 2024-25 M/s Kings International
Ltd Kollam paid Rs.1 crores as part of settlement.

GPF Fund

The fund represents the accumulated contribution by employees and interest thereon. The fund
balance as on 01.04.2024 was Rs.9,91,65,055/. The total contribution by way of subscription and loan
repayment aggregated to Rs.1,79,76,569/-. Interest received/accrued for the year was Rs.40,24,078/-.
Total utilization for the year was Rs.3,21,47,498/-. The balance in the fund account as on 31.03.2025
is Rs. 8,90,18,204/-.

Fund for Replacement of Fishing Vessels held in Captivity in Pakistan (MOA)

lISS Show

MPEDA is conducting a seafood show on Biennial basis since 1973 namely India International Seafood
Show (IISS). The 1ISS is conducted by an organizing committee consisting of members from MPEDA
and SEAI. A Core Committee is constituted by organizing committee and all the decisions including
the financial aspects is decided by Core Committee. The Accounts of the shows are managed by Core
Committee and is audited and certified by an independent Chartered Accountant. The fund balance
of lISS show as on 31.03.2025 Rs.11,76,10,312/- is disclosed separately in the financial statements.
The interest accrued on the Fixed Deposit, previously omitted from the prior year's accounting
(Rs.30,25,290/-), has now been incorporated into the current year's income (Rs. 73,37,899/-) from
the 1ISS fund investment. Consequently, the total accrued interest amounts to Rs. 1,03,63,189/- (as
detailed in Schedule 3).

The Internal Extra Budgetary Resources of MPEDA for the FY 2024-25 is Rs. 30,22,30,307/-. The break
up of the same was given in Schedule-14 to Schedule-18.

RGCA - MAC

As per the lease agreement between MPEDA & RGCA -MAC for using of MAC (Multi Species Aqua
Culture Complex) Vallarpadom, Kerala of MPEDA by RGCA an annual lease payment of Rs. 5,25,000/-
has been received during the year.

Installation of Aqua System

The agreements executed with M/s Bloo Aqua Studio, Bangalore for installation of Aqua systems was
terminated by MPEDA due to delay from party for execution of works as per the agreement. To safeguard
the interest of the organization, legal actions were initiated and Arbitration order was in favour of MPEDA.
Subsequently, MPEDA filed an Execution Petition at Bangalore Commercial Court for execution of the
award.

The petition filed by M/s Bloo Aqua Studio against Arbitration award in the Principal Sub-Court Ernakulam
got dismissed. MPEDA had filed an Execution petition at the Additional City Civil and Sessions Judge
(Commercial Court), Bengaluru for execution of the Arbitration award and to realize the award amount from
M/s Bloo Aqua Studio. The matter is sub judice.

Most of the investments were on short term deposits.
Asset

MPEDA has purchased a land at Vallarpadam in Mulavukad Village on 07.03.1981 from M/s. T Stanes and
Company Ltd., Coimbatore for an amount of Rs. 2,81,516/-. As per title deed, MPEDA purchased 8 acres
and 91.29 cents of land in Survey No0.877 of Kanayannur Taluk, Vallarpadam Desam in Ernakulam District.

Based on the audit query, Chairman had written a letter to the District Collector, Ernakulam to conduct
a resurvey of the land and the survey was conducted on 22nd and 23rd November 2018 by the Survey
Department of Kanayannur Taluk. As per the survey, the present measurement of MPEDA Vallarpadam
land is detailed below:
