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SEAFOOD MARKET REPORT

1. MARKET NEWS

e During the month of April, coinciding with the Lent season, shrimp consumption in the U.S. domestic market
experienced a notable increase .

e USA ranked second in the global import of canned fish during 2024 .

o U.S. retailers and seafood restaurants are raising prices in response to tariffs .

CHINA

e Imports of the ultra-frozen bluefin fillets increased significantly at 122 MT during the period in response to good
demand from the Japanese restaurants in China .

¢ Increased import of whole frozen tuna in 2024 when compared YoY .

¢ Overall demand for shrimp has been low since March, particularly in the restaurant trade while retail demand for

home cooking has been moderate in favour of the cheaper imported shrimp .

e Overall demand for high grade raw tuna increased during March 2025 .

e General decline in the seafood market .
e Japan was among the top import markets of frozen fish after China, Thailand and Cote d’lvoire .

e Strong consumer demand and increased prices due to holy week and easter .

e Prices increased for skipjack tuna while the prices of yellowfin remained stable Additionally, a sharp price increase
was observed for cooked, single-cleaned skipjack loins .

o High prices for squid and octopus due to good demand during easter.

INFERENCE FROM FARM GATE PRICES (TABLE 6)

1. L. vannamei (White leg Shrimp)
e A mixed trend was observed for Vannamei from 20 to 100 counts
e Larger size shrimps (20 and 30 counts) showed price decline of Rs. 20
e Smaller sizes (40-100 count) showed a notable price increase of Rs. 7.5 to 37.5/-.
e 60 count showed highest growth range of Rs. 37.50
e Larger shrimp sizes might be experiencing limited market demand or lower price competitiveness.

2. P. monodon (Black Tiger Shrimp)
¢ Significant price surge across all sizes, with increases ranging from Rs.40 (20 & 40 count) to Rs. 50 (30 count).
¢ 30 count shown the highest growth of Rs.50, reaching Rs. 470.
e The price hike indicates better demand or lower supply, making it the preferred one among shrimp varieties.

3.Mud Crab
e Major price decline in all size categories, with the largest decline of Rs. 200 seen in the 500-700g (Big) category.
e Small-sized crabs (<300g) dropped by Rs. 50, and XL-sized crabs (750g-1kg) declined by Rs. 100.
e Market saturation or reduced demand could be factors behind this sharp decline.

4. Asian Seabass
e 500g-1kg size dropped by X100, indicating weakening demand or oversupply.
o Above 1kg the price remained the same, suggesting stable demand.
