consumption season .
e Demand trend for import of air-flown fresh tuna remained saturated while improved imports of frozen tuna fillets

and steaks was observed YoY .

CHINA

e Decreased shrimp imports during the first two months of 2025 .
o China remained the top import market of frozen fish during 2024 .
¢ Highest import of air-flown fresh bluefin tuna due to lunar new year celebrations during January to March2025 .

JAPAN

¢ Increased demand for fresh and frozen Sashimi tuna and ultra -frozen tuna fillets due to the Cherry blossom season .
¢ Increased import of shrimp during January to March2025 when compared YoY .
e Increased import of whole dressed tuna and tuna fillets when compared YoY .

e Price of Skipjack increased, while Yellowfin prices has fallen sharply due to increased supply. Additionally, the price
for cooked, single-cleaned Skipjack loins has declined .

e Shrimp demand in the European market remains sluggish, with prices generally stable. However, as the Easter
festive period approaches and spring weather improves, a boost in shrimp demand is expected .

e Stable price for Seabass and Seabream during March 2025 where minor price increase was observed for category
200-300 g and 350-450 g .

INFERENCE FROM FARM GATE PRICES (TABLE 6)

1. L. vannamei (White leg Shrimp)
e 20-count size saw a moderate increase of X 60 from X560 to X620.
e Price of 30-count size slightly increased by X 10.
e 40-100 count sizes showed a general upward trend, with increases ranging from X17.5 (40 count) to X50 (60
count).
e Higher price growth in smaller sizes (50-100 count) suggests increased demand for smaller shrimp.

2. P. monodon (Black Tiger Shrimp)
¢ Significant price surge across all sizes, with increases ranging from 90 (40 count) to X140 (20 & 30 count).
e 20 & 30 count showed the highest growth of X140, reaching X670 & X560, respectively.
e The price hike indicates better demand or lower supply, making it the preferred one among shrimp varieties.

3.Mud Crab
e Major price decline in all size categories, with decreases of X200-3400. Small-size (<300g) crabs were hit the
hardest witnessing a drop in price of X400.
e Market saturation or reduced demand could be factors behind this sharp decline.

4. Asian Seabass
e 500g-1kg size dropped by X100, indicating weakening demand or oversupply.
e Above 1kg remained unchanged, suggesting stable demand.

Overall Trends & Insights
e Shrimp prices (especially P. monodon) show an upward trend, signalling strong demand.
e Mud crabs experienced a sharp drop, possibly due to oversupply or reduced exports.
e Asian Seabass prices weakened, with smaller sizes affected more than larger ones.
