INFERENCE FROM FARM GATE PRICES (TABLE 6)

1. L. vannamei (White leg Shrimp)
e A mixed trend was observed for Vannamei across 20 to 100 counts
e Larger-sized shrimp (20 and 30 count) showed price declines of X35 and X5, respectively compared to May 2024,
either due to market saturation or reduced-price competitiveness.
e Smaller sizes (40-100 count) showed notable price increases ranging from X20 to X37.5, with 60 count size
recording the highest price growth of X37.5.

2. P. monodon (Black Tiger Shrimp)
o Significant price growth across all sizes, ranging from X5 (20 count) to X 30 (30 count).
e 30 counts shown the highest growth of 30, reaching 460-480.
e The price hike indicates better demand or lower supply, making it the preferred one among shrimp varieties.

3.Mud Crab
e Small-sized crabs (<300g) saw a price increase of 50, possibly due to rising demand.
e Medium to large sizes (300-400g (Medium), 500-700g (Big), and 750g—>1kg (XL)) recorded price drops,
indicating lower export or wholesale demand, or oversupply
e A major price decline was observed across all larger categories, with the biggest drop of X300 in the 500-700g
(Big) segment.
e Market saturation or reduced demand may be the cause of this sharp decline.

4. Asian Seabass
e The 500g-1kg size category saw a price drop of X100, indicating weakening demand or oversupply.
e Prices for fish above 1kg remained unchanged, suggesting stable demand
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
